Mr. Macdonnell (Greenwood): I should like
to add a word to what the parliamentary
assistant has said. At a time when there seem
to be places where the standard is not quite so
high, I think we can congratulate ourselves
and remind ourselves that, whatever our
differences are, we have no difference in
feeling that the civil service is a fine organiza-
tion and that it belongs to us all.

Mr. Sinclair: I had rather anticipated that
because of current developments elsewhere a
question would be asked somewhere along
the route with regard to our audit of tax
funds, and that is why I am so particularly
pleased that we should have this on the
record. I think it is a tribute to our British
parliamentary system. It is a tribute not only
to the high quality of our civil service and to
the efficiency of the internal audit of the
treasury board but to this great institution
we have in our parliamentary system, namely
the office of the Auditor General, reporting
direct to the House of Commons.

Mr. Adamson: I have not seen that state-
ment. Have there been any cases at all of
persons taking bribes?

Mr. Sinclair: This statement does not refer
quite to that matter, but to misappropriation
of public funds. However, the same remarks
can be applied to tax collections. Across the
years I think every member of parliament
has heard of an occasional instance of that.
For example, I know the hon. member for
Vancouver-Quadra and I, in our own home
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town, remember a prosecution launched by
the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, in Van-
couver last year, in the case of one junior
official attempting to extort money from a
taxpayer. The thing that I think pleased the
people at home was how quickly that attempt
was discovered—even by the junior offi-
cial—because of the system of checks within
the national revenue department itself, the
checks that treasury board has, the financial
control of the finance department and then
finally the exercise of the audit by the office
of the Auditor General. Attempts to do these
things are occasionally tried in very small
amounts, but are always detected. Each year
there may be one or two instances across
Canada where an attempt is made to do
something along that line. The great tribute
to the service is how extremely rare such
attempts are, and how quickly they are
caught up with, when attemptfed. The people
of Canada have good reason to be proud of
the honesty and efficiency of our tax offices.
And the other thing is the remarkable record
as far as the civil servants are concerned who
are handling the very large amounts of money
which the treasury of Canada does handle.

Mr. Knowles: Yes, and it is a tribute to
the kind of employees we have in the civil
service that there have been so few attempts.
