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Prime Minister whether this means that the
government has now forsaken any idea of
extending the hospital insurance plan into a
federal-provincial, comprehensive health in-
surance plan that wiil cover ail health
services.

Mr. Speaker, I am sure my hon. friend would
agree that as the conference is now dealing
with matters having to do with health and
welfare, it would be desirable to await the
return of the Prime Minister, which I
anticipate will be some time tomorrow after-
noon.
