and to show the people upon what he bases
himself to make such unfounded declarations.

He is a man who holds an important
position and his declarations and his Pam-
phlet will reach a number of important men.
| am sure those men who will read this Pam-
phlet will ask the same question as I have
heard asked already : « Where are the
statements made by the Honorable Mr. Pré-
vost or by Mr. Kelly that justify such declar-
ations and criticisms on the part of the Secre-
tary of the Limit Holders' Association. »

But I really ask myself : Has Mr. Owen
heen authorized by the body that he represents
to enter into such a campaign. It would be
very interesting to know whether this impor-
tant body, which counts"in its members many
men of high position and esteem, has au-
thorized its Secretary to issue this Pamphlet,
or is it excessive zeal on his part, in order to
bring himself into prominence, as well with
his employers as with the general public ?
