It is difputcd whether the Con-

fumption of their Wine and Brandy in

Rujfiay Sweden, and the Baltick, be en-

creafed or not. Their Fifticrics arc not

much improv'd beyond wliat they were fifty

Years ago , howev:r they are confidcrablc,

owing to tlio Ccflion of Cape Breton, and

other Indulgcncics at tlie Treaty oi Utrecht,

witliout which, they had by this time been

totally deftroyed. As they arc more ad-

dicted to Commerce, the Number of Mer-

chants amon^ tlicm is encieafed, and tliey

arc become more induftrious in fearching

out new Channels of Trade than they were

in former Times. .« . .

Such are the Acquifitions and Improve-

ments in the Trade of France. Here fol-

lows an Account of what fhe has loft.

I. England took formerly

from France to the Value of

600,000 /. SterL per Ann. in

Silks of all Sorts. But fince the

Manufadure of Silk was efta-

blilh'd here, and high D|uties laid
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
