The Trades and Labor Council at their

Tbe circular recom­
mended that the various central bodies of 
labor to Canada form themselves Into poli­
tical organizations on Independent line®, 
and wherever they are in sufficient num­
bers fo warrant placing candidates in the 
fle(d that an endeavor be made to have 
direct representation to the various Houses 
of Parliament on lines similar to the or­
ganized workers of Great Britain,. British 
Columbia, New Zealand and Australia, and 
“that hereafter members of labor organiza­
tion® found (An the platform and advocating 
the interest of the <*ld political parties be 
regarded with suspicion as decoys of the 
wage-earners, and should be regarded as 
opponents of the advanced labor move­
ment.” /

The circular asks that It be submitted to 
a referendum vote of all the organizations 
in affiliation with the Congress and, should 
such a vote be in tbe affirmative, them im­
mediately proceed on the foregoing Unes. 
It was proposed In amendment that * the 
matter be referred to the local labor bodies, 
a-s many of them had not as yet instructed ! 
their delegates to the council how to vote. 
The amendment was defeated by 38 to. 20 
votes. After much discussion, the original 
motion was carried by 48 to 10.

Fourteen miles from Bruce Station, which 
is on the east branch of the C.F.R., a 
number of American mining men have de­
veloped a copper gold property 
the Rock Lake mine. . They ere down 450 
feet, and at that depth have a vein of 
40 feet, averaging seven per cent, copper 
and $5 a ton In gold>

The other important property ln the dis­
trict is the Ophlr mine, which is being oper­
ated by Toronto people. Mr. Fenton has 
charge of the development of this property, 
and he has just returned from tne north 
with a gold brick, the result of a prelim­
inary mill test.

Speaking to The World, Mr. Fenton said:
“The mill run was merely an experimen­

tal one. I can tell you all about It ln a 
general way, but do hot feel at liberty 
to make public the output in gold, believing 
that to concern only those who have In­
vested thetr capital ln the enterprise. A 
comparison of the mill returns with those 
of the essayer, when the property was ror- 
inerly operated, showed that a very con­
siderable percentage of*the gold values in 
the ore had been carried away by the 
tailings which were allowed to pass hi to 
the Thcssalon River. Our first task was 
to discover the cause of this loss, and 
remedy the defect. We fancied that care­
less adjustment of the machinery in use 
was entirely responsible for the losses un­
til, quite accidentally, wc learned that it 
was only partially responsible and that a 
constituent of the ere itself and the water 
from the lake used to feed tho batteries, 
would create a film on tbe quicksilver used. 
To counteract the effects of this acid we 
have been using the prope* autidote.

“The run has demonstrated that the ore 
pi that district- can be milled by competent 
men at loss than $1 per ton: also that 
with proper appliances for handling the 
ore it can be laM down ln the mill at an 
average coét of $1.25 per ton, even if the 
expenses of exploration and development 
are charged against the ore output. Such 
cheap handling of the ore and its milling 
can, however, only be accomplished by the 
strlctekt^ attention to tho details of man­
agement by men skilled iu the supervision 
of the various branches of the work.

“The district In which the mine Is located 
presents better openings for the investment 
of capital than any other mining region 
in Ontario. It is within easy reach of 
Toronto via the “tioo” branch of the V. 
P. R., and labor and supplies of all kinds 
can be procured more cheaply than In 
other mining districts. The ore deposits 
are large and persistent, both in length 
and depth. This latter point has been 
proved by the workings of ttvo mines, 
where shafts have attained a depth of 450 
feet each. The veins on the properties 
to which I refer have, at the depth men­
