THE ‘LIKENESS OF CHRIST :

Sir Wyke Bayliss’ Reply ° to Those
Whoe' A_rg, Seeptical.

London, Dec. 26.--Adl' the world is fa-
miliar with the beautiful face, as -full of
sadness as it is of spiritual light, which
is accepted as the likeness of Christ.

.\lguy Christigus are sceptical as to the
‘faithfuluiess of the picture; because, in
thenr view, the accepted likeness simply
grew up in the. dark ages, each painter
‘aiving his own ideal and adding a light
here, a shade there, until effort culminat-
ed in the faces painted by Raphael. and
Correzgio, Michael Angelo and Albrecht
Durer. b

Nir Wyke Rayliss, F.8.A., president of
the Royal Society of British Artists, in a
striking and elpquent article in this week's
~Guirdian, disposes of objectors and their
objeetions by an irresistible appeal to his-
torical evidence.

He shows, that every Christian com-
munity in ghe world possesses this likeness,
and that in every age it has remained the
same. When the graves of the first Chris-
tian martyrs were opened they were found
to rontain portraits of Christ. and the ljike-
ness they discloge is the likeness as we
know it to-day. - 2

'he art of portraiture was common
among the Romans, and was at its great-
st height when A hrist and the Apostles
wore living. Many portraits of the Apos-
tles still survive the centurles, and with
them are nmmy portraits of Chist. =

The painter. the engraver, the -cuameller,
the mosale worker of early Christiap times,
all saw Christ and pictured him, and all
1heir pietures are the same. The frescocs
in the Roman catacombs, the Greek enamels,
the engraved saeramental eups in use in the
_eariliest Christian times, the paintings on
the face-cloths of the dend in the first cen-
‘tury. all show the same. Hikeness, and it s
jdentieal with that painted by Michael

Angelo.
BEven Dean Farrar fell iute the error of
declaring that the Disciples preserved no
{ record of the dikeness of, Christ, but Sir
Wyke Bayliss effectively  disposes of this

misapprehension.
