Beneath this is another scroll with the
words “And the bright and morning star;”
this dompleting the guotdtion. The whole
device has under it the fleur-de-lis. This
panel hes a red back ground and the
cffect of the whole is very striking.

The other device is over the orgem
pipes to the Tight of the pulpit and com:
sizts of e golden Scottish thistle on a red
ground. Mr. Rodgerson has done much o
beautify &t. David's church and déservés
great credit not only for his generosity
but aleo for artistic skill.
