Fire Marshal Commends

Public For Its Interest InThe
Work of Prevention of Fires

An encouraging feature of the fight
against fire hagard waged by the Fire
Prevention Board was the great interest
which he found the public generally
taking in the subject and the efforts
which were being made to prevent
fires rather than fight them after they
had been started, said H. H. McLellan,
N. B. Fire Marshal, today. In many
of the fire departments of the province
the idea that they were fire fighters
purely had been changed and they now
realized that the most important part
of their duty was to help to see that
fires did not occur.

One instance he spoke of as showing
the growth of the prevention method
was the installation of sprinkler sys-

tems In the larger mercantile and man-
afacturing plants "of the province.

Insurance Losses Heavier.

About the same property loss for
1924 as in 1923 but a greater insurance
loss for the year just closed was the
forecast of Mr. McLellan, this morn-
ing. The property loss would be about
$2,000,000, byt final figures would not
be available until the last of January.
The insurance loss this year, the fire
marshal said, he expected would be at
least $100,000 greater than it was in
1928.

The big fires of December were re-
sponsible for the total of fire loses
mounting so high in 1924, as up to that
time they had been below 1928.
