WINS VERDICT

Judgment Given in the Ice
Cream Case—Auto Mat-
ter Also.

Judgments in two cases were ren-
dered by Judge Barry at an adjourned
session of the St. John County Court
this morning.

In the case of the Purity Ice Cream
Co., Ltd, vs. J. D. O’Connell a claim
for $22 for ice cream delivered to the
defendant at Havelock last year, at
one of his picnics for children, the
court ruled in favor of Mr. O’Connell
with costs, except witness fees for sev-
eral people who were brought from
Havelock for the defendant.

In reading his decision, Judge Barry
said that the question at issue was
that of a verbal agreement as to the
price per gallon. The plaintiff claimed
it was $1.90 and the defendant, $1.40.
Defendant had admitted liability of
817. After summing up the evidence,
His Honor said that the weight was
with the deféendant and he therefore
gave judgment for Mr, O’Connell.

In the case of R. S. Miller vs. Percy
S.  Wheaton, an action to recover $250
on a promissory note, and a counter
claim of the defendant for $336.85,
representing an amount paid on ac-
count of the purchase of an automo-
bile together with $111.35 for repairs,
the judge dismissed both actions. He
ruled that the plaintiff, having recover-
£d the automobile from a friend
the defendant, Wheaton was not Hable
for the unpaid balance. He was of the
opinion that the amount claimed by
the defendant for repairs was large
due to his own inexperience and that
the initial payment of $225 was a fair
amount for the rental of the:car dur-
ing the time that the defendant had
used it, and that, therefore, the counter-
claim was not allowed. On account of
the circumstances of the case, he ruled
that each party should pay its own
costs. C. J. Melliday was for the plain-
tiff and Arthur N. Carter for the de-
fendant.

A member of The Times staff was
shown a quaint old document last
night, the certificate which in- 1827
made one Cornelius Nice, cooper,
freeman of the city. The wording is
as follows:

City of Saint John, 8. S. -

John Robinson, Esquire, Mayer of
the City of Saint John.

To all whom these Presents shall
come or may in anywise concern,
Greeting:

Know ye that by virtue of the
Rights and Powers in me vested, in
and by the Charter of said City, I have
created, constituted and made, and by
these Presents do, create, constitute and
make Cornelius Nice, now of the City
of Saint John, cooper, a Free-Man of
the said City of Saint John, giving and
hereby granting unto him, the said
Cornelius Nice, all and singular the
Rights, Privileges, Franchises, Pre-
eminences, Immunities, Profits, Emolu-
ments and Advantages, which to a
Free-Man of the said City may, can,
or of right ought to belong and apper-
tain.

In Testimony whereof I have caused
the Common Seal of the said City to
be hereunto affixed, the twenty-seventh
year of His Majesty’s Reign, Anno
Dominf, 1827%.
