Here they have Canadian im­
plements on the farm and a superintend­
ent of Canadian experience.

Mr. Smart attended the annual exhib­
ition at the Barnard Homes and ex­
pressed his satisfaction at finding that 
no children who were not robust or per­
fectly posted in the nature of the work 
to be performed were sent to Canada. He 
has, in short, nothing but praise for the 
organizations over here which are res- 
sponsible for the settlement of young 
Britons in Canada.
