Indeed he may be up a tree
when the row is on; or he may be down in
the thick of it, unrufled and sereme or
glowering with indignation superbly staged
up to suit the occasion, Dr. Clark, the
dignified traditional parliamentarian may
thunder like a captain in a gale. Rodolphe
Lemieux may fervently shriek “Privilege!”
But William Pugsley is not moved to
emotions so conscientions and tempera-
mentel. He is of himself the master.

Robert. Rogers is also master of him-
self. But he is as/different as Mr. Bor-
den is from Bir ...frid. He is as cold
ag the bore of a Mauser; slow as a camel
’nd quick as a cat according to his hu-
mour.

German Officers Say That Capturers
Had Experts Look Big Dirigible
Over, But Doubt if They Discevered
Anything of Value.

Berlin, April 7—German army officers
who were on  board the Zeppelin air
cruiser Z-IV. when she was captured by
French officers after crossing the French
frontier and landing at Luneville, are of
the opinion that the Frenchmen did not
discover any of the secret workings of the
air craft. :

The German officers, in their report, say
that although General Hirschauer; inspect-
or of the French aviation department, and
other experts, boarded the dirigible, they
think thé Frenchmen did not observe en-
ough to enable them to reproduce the in-
tricate mechanism of the airship.

Some members of the Zeppelin crew say
they heard shots fired at the dirigible, but
this was not confirmed by other persons
on board.

NEW CANADIAN MAIL CONTRACT-

Ottawa, April 7—Hon. L. P. Pelletier,
postmaster general, in a brief statement to
parliament before the orders of the day
were called .this afternoon, laid upon the
table of the house the contract just con-
cluded for the Canadian ocean mail ser-
vice.

By ite terms there will be inaugurated a
a tri-weekly fast mail between Quebec and
Montreal and Liverpool and Bristol in the
summer months and a semi-weekly mail
between Halifax and St. John and Liver-
pool in the winter months.

The mail will be carried by four lines of
trans-Atlantic eteamers, the C. P. R., the
Canadian Northern, the Allan and the
Dominion-White Star. In all twelve fast
steamers will operate on the route in the
summer, and eight in the winter.

The subsidy is to be $1,000,000, an in-
crease of eome $400,000, a portion of which
will be saved from the amount of $185,000
now paid annually for the service via New
Y ork.

The sailings from Canada will be on
Tuesday, Thureday and Saturday. The
contract comes into force on May 1 next.
The four companies concerned jointly and
severally agree to gecure some other ves-
sels should any of those stipulated in the
contract become disabled at any time.

The vessels participating in the scrvice!
will be the Empresses of Ireland and Bri-|
tain, on the C. P. R. line; the Royal
GGeorge and Royal KEdward, on the Cana-
dian Northern line; the Victorian, Virgin-
ian and Grampian, and Hesperian with
the two new vessels, the Alsatian and
Calgarian, of the Allan line; and the Laur-
entic and Megantic, of the Dominion-White
Star line.

The eight boate for the winter services
wi}l be the Empreges, the two Royals, the
Alsatian and Calgarian, the Victorian and
the Virginian.

The White-Star will not join in the win-
ter service beyond supplying the Teutonic
as a spare ship.
