New System at Yale Said to
be Best Yet—Ten-Minute
Series of Questions — An-
swers “Yes” or “No.”

New Haven, Dec. 5—A rapid-fire
method of testing Yale students mental-
ly has been introduced. at the univers-
ity. Forty questions requiring a “yes”
or “no” answer are given in ten min-
utes. Professor J. M. Anderson of the
psychology department Isays that the
new examination is working well and
that by it a man’s knowledge can be
sounded in ten minutes better than in
the old way, which required at least
half 'an hour. -

Marking in the test may go below
zero, The list of questions has been
tried on 525 students and, in general, it
is understood, the subjects scored about
as they would have done in the old
test. The physics department thus far
has had only one student under the zero
mark, a Chinaman, who did not arrive
until after the college year had begun.

It is said that the new test resembles
the psychology tests which have been
used in the army and at Columbia Uni-
versity. It will be supplemented by
questions from the old form.

Professor L. L. Woodruff of the bi-
ological department says that the ques-
tiohs used seem to try out a étudent's
fund of information but apparently
fail to test his ability to use the
knouwledge which he has disclosed.

It is understood that the new test has
not yet been regularly taken up but is
serving at present as a minor test. The
character of the questions has not been

made public.
