MRS. ARROSE J. SMALLCOURT REFUSES

Toronto, March 27.—Ambrose Small, 
theatrical magnate, missing since De­
cember 1919, Is not “legally dead." 
Judge Coats worth, of the surrogate 
court today dismissed with costs the 
application of Mrs. Ambrose Small for 
a declaration to this effect so that the 
estate could be administered. The 
judgment says that no evidence was 

'submitted at the recent hearing to just­
ify him in making such pronouncement.

In giving his judgment on the case, 
the judge said that on account of the 
“very bitter family feud” between Mrs. 
Small and' the sisters of Ambrose 
Small, it was essential to exercise great 
care and act only upon reasonably clear 
evidence. While he regarded Mrs. Small 
as a most capable woman and was 
very favorably impressed with her evi­
dence, he did not feel that he ought at 
present to decide the matter finally 
and agiinst the sisters by giving Mrs. 
Small the estate of between $1,000,000 
and $2,000,000 as her own.

“Men have disappeared," said the 
court, “and after a lapse of years have 
reappeared, very frequently, and It is 
possible that this is one of those caases. 
There is no outstanding fact proved 
pointing conclusively to his death and 
incapable of any other explanation.”

It is understood that counsel for 
Mrs. Small are considering the advisa­
bility of appealing to a higher court 
in the matter. In the meantime the 
estate is being administered by a trust 
company.

Sarah Bernhardt, 77, world renowned 
emotional actress, poetess, novelist, 
painter and sculptor, died in the arms 
of her son Maurice, in her Paris home 
last night, following a renewed, attack 
of uraemic poisoning, from which she 
had been suffering for some time. Her 
life was despaired of from the first but 
she made a hard fight against death 
and astonished her physicians by her 
repeated rallies. Crowds were outside 
the house and, when news of the great 
artiste’s death was learned, huge bou­
quets of flowers were showered on the 
hame from friends. Messages of regret 

received from all the world and 
friends came from far and near to pay 
their last respects. For sixty-one years 
the great Bernhardt was on the stage 
and even the loss of her right leg at 
the beginning of the war èould not keep 
her from her acting. She was known 
the world over as the greatest actress 
that ever lived and was endeared to all 
who had seen her. Besides this she 
found time to be a poet, novelist, 
painter and sculptor.
