After uigoing-dosin-to~ths deceasea |
man’s knees, Mr. Estey placed a rope
under the legs and a chain under the
arms and had -the body hoisted
out about 3 o'clock yesterday after-
noon. The only mark on the body was &
slight indentation in the forehead which
had been made by the end of a tube
or piece of gas pipe which had been driv-
en down on Christmas eve totry to sup-
ply the buried man with air. There
was a slight mark on his nose. The
face was very white with a_pale bluish
color under the eyes: The

head. He was bald to the back of his
head, and the remaining hair was gray.
The moustache was also gray, and the
beard had a growth of about five weeks.
An inquest was begun yesterday by
Coroner Robinson with the following jury:
Chas. L. Doherty, foreman ; David Bur-
gess, Daniel Brophy, James Long, John
Hatheway, Daniel Murphy and George
Tibbits. The jury were sworn in Mr.
Carpenter’s house, and then, under dir-
ection of the coroner, proceeded to view
the body. 8. A. Carpenter was the first
witness. He deposed that James Magee
took a contract with him to dig a well.
Deceased began work on the 22nd  Nov-
ember. Witness supplied him, with
such material a3 he needed for his work.
Magee found po fault with materials
used. Witness attended him two days
before the cave-in. Previous to that he
had been attended by Charles Robinson.
There was no trouble with the
hoisting gear. Witness heard him men-
tion there had been a cave-in before, but
he made no mention of any danger. Was
at work all day of 24th Dec. Betwee:
3.30 and 4 o'clock a bucketful of earth
came up as usaal, and witness was about
to send the empty bucket down again
when he heard the gravel commencing
to run. He called out for Magee to come
up. He had laddets down where he was
working. Witness r:ceived no answer
from him. Then he shouted to Charles
Robinson, saying there was something
wrong. He went down the ladder to the
first staging, about eight feet. He called
to Magee to come up but receivid no
answer. Robinson called out to hira that
the earth had fallen in on him and they
would need help. Witness told hiim to
go at once and get any help he could.
Then he went down the ladders till he
came to gravel which was on top of him
a distance of 30 or 40 feet. He callled to
deceased who said, “My God, take the
clay from off me.” He told him they
were doing the best they couldi. He
worked then till he considered it wnsafe
to remain any longer, for the eartly was
hanging loosely around them. They

tried to shor® it up to prevent
any more from falling. About
five o'clock he saw it was use-

less to do any more in that way, and sent
a man with his horse to Fairville tio tele-
phone to the city for help. It caine as
soon as possible after the call. A.mong
the parties were Gilbert Murdoch, CE,
and A. C. Smith, director of public works.
Mr. Murdoch went down the ladder and
pronounced it unsafe. Witness did not
descend after that. He saw the body
when it was taken out of the well and|
identified it as that of the man wiio was
digging the well. .

To Foreman Doberty—We sunk a gas-
pipe to him so as to admit air. It was
taken out by Mr. Estey in theexcayation.
George T. Clark testified to having
been near at hand at the time of the
cave-in. He had asked Carpenter if he
had got water yet and had received a
negative reply. Turning away he had
gone but a short distance when Le saw
some unusual movement near the well
and heard Carpenter call out thast the
staff had fallen in and shout, “coime up,
Jimmy.” He then assisted in working
as loug as there was any hope of 1-escue.
The inquest ‘was then adjourned.

A CRAZY MAN'S CRIME.

ABAPTIST MISSIONARY IN ALGIERS
MURDERS HIS CHILD,

He Suddenly Cuts the Throat of His
Litile Danghter while She is Seated
on His Knee Pratiling to Him.
