Owing to the nature of our climate,
certan industries are seasonal, and
each year a percentage of the po-
pulation must remain idle during the
winter months. This idlences is at-
tended by all the evils and expense
of ploy n addi to the
loss sustained by the country from
the non-producti of a
of the community. Outstanding ex-
amples of these part-year industyies
are the asutomotive industries, lake
and river transportation and build-
ing. There are, however, many
other industries which are secondari-
ly affected. In regard to the build-
ing industries there alyeady have
been movements in some of the cities
to carry on building operations
throughout the entire year, rather
than during the warm months oaly.
Certain pertinent recommendations
with regard to this problem were
advanced rpecently by the Employ-
ment Service Council of Ontario, as
a result of their conclusion that the
shertness of the building scason was
attributable mainly to custom rather
than to nmecessity. Their conclusions
embodics the view that experience s
winter work would graduslly make
possible economies which would off-
sot the increased cost They sug
gested that departments of the gov-
er and ipal be urged
to undertake theiy comstruction preo-
grammes in the fall rather than late
in the spring, so that the outside work
might be well under way before the
beginning of the cold weather, s
that the inside work could be carried
on during the winter months.

In various industries there has al-
ways been a semsonal ewitching of
unskilled labour from one type of
work to another, for example a con-
siderable propestion of the lsbour
employed on farms, find work in lum-
bering and logging during the winter
monthe. Other industries affected
by similar ‘conditions are road con-

structi fishing in some sections,
etc. This method has been used
only to a limited extent, largely on
of the immobility of lab
but might. with advantage, be ex-
tended.
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
