TWO RAILWAY WRECKS,
Five Persons Kiiled and a Number: In-
jured Through Derailing of a
Passenger Train.

Los Angeles, Cal,, July 25.<-A special
from Tucgém()".&riz.,' says: #¥jve peysons
were killed and a number injured in a
disastrous wreck yesterday near Liano,
a town 70 miles south of Nogales, on
the Sonora railroad.  The northbound
international train was derailed by a
washout and the engine, baggage car,
iwo passenger coaches and a Fullman
sleeper  toppled over an embankment.
The baggage car and one passenger-coach
were smashed to kindling wood, but the
drapiiclags Gogehes and the Pullman es-
sdaped with Hitle injury. The killed and
injured ' were all in the second - ¢lass
<odath nt the time of the accident. A
dbrekeman and engineer who were dead-
tieading and three Mexican ‘employees
‘wete killed outright. Three passengers
‘Were'seriously injured.” Many others
received ‘slight’ injuries.

The engine
was buried up to the top of the wheels
in sand.”
