More Cargo and Passengers
Garried Eastward Than Last
Year and Westward Busi-
ness Was About the Same
—No Faial Accidents.

The winter port season, which closes
with the sailing of the Lake Erie for
Liverpool tomorrow, has been on
the whole a fairly successful one in
spite of various adverse influences.

That the country has not yet fully
mecovered from the recent financial de-
pression is shown by the fact that im-
ports have not made the gains that
should be expected in a rapidly grow-
ing country. The inward cargoes
landed at St. John will probably com-
pare very favorably with those of last
year, but the inward busines has not
been_as large as it was two years ago.
On the other hang the steamers on
their voyages eastward have had a
much better year than last. All the
lines report good outward business and
soms of them say that there has been
@ marked increase in the shipments
to the old country.

In the passenger business conditions
have been reversed. The inward pas-

senger lists have been . heavier than
last year, but the .eastbound traffic
has been lighter.

While' a greater volume of cargo
has been handled freight rates have
been rather low. and the .profits of the
season may net show much improve-
ment for the owners.

The ship laborers also have found
that incr »sc | tonnage does not neces-
sarily mean an increase in wages. A
large part of the gain in Qast bound
cargoes has been on cattle and grain.
The cattle walk on ‘béard and the
Brain is handled with very little man-
ual labor, so neither o6f these classes
©of cargo ar¢-tegarded With especial
favor by the longshoremen.

One thing for which the laborers
have cause to be thankful, however,
is. that there has not been a single
death on the steamers this year and
fesw se-ous accidents.

‘Fear That Ttuub!e' Wlll Follow

PARIS, April 30—Tomorrow is May
Day—the day on which the National
Federation of Labor unions has urged
laborers - throughout the country to
Join in a one day’s striks in demon-
stration of the strength of organized

labor and of its protest against pres-
! ent conditions.

“The police have issued an oruer pro-
bibiting all parades in Paris tomorrow
and much uneasiness has manifested
itself in the city regarding the possibil-
ities of the day.

The leaders of the syndicate move-
ment disclaim any intention to inaug-
urate a revolution on May Day, declar-
ing that it will be devoted solely to a
demonstration of the solidity of labor.
They gssert that the cessation of work
will be general, but -that the trouble
could arise only fromi i;responslble hot
heads and that everybody will return
to. work the next day. Nevertheless,
the Government have taken measures
to concentrate many ' thousands of
troops in the city and the city has

scattered ships with wireless appara-
tus. to every important port in. France
where they will maintain communica-
tion with the Eiffel Tower  wireless
operators belonging ta the navy wha
can be depended on.

FEARFUL OUTRAGE OF
BLACK HAND SOCIETY

B

Eight Burned to Death i
Incendiary Fire

Five Ghildren Aﬁong Valims—Firs Set in
Oil Soaked Hallways Whea Demand
for $1,000 Was Refused.

-

NEW YORK, April 30—Right persons
five of them children, were burned to
death and fourteen others were in-
Jured, some of them Zatally, in an in-
cendiary sirc in a five story tenement
house at 37 Spring street occupied by
twenty Italian families, early today.
The blaze followed a demand by mem-
bers of a so-called Black Hand So-
ciety for the payment of $1,000 black-
mail. It spread through the building
with. startling rapidity as the hallways
were soaked with kerosene oil by the
blackmailers.

In a panic which followed the alarm
the tenants fought their way down the
fire' escapes or jumped from the win-
dows, while babies were thrown from
windows into the arms of policemen
on the sidewalk.

Of the injured, six, of whom three
are children( are not expected to re-
cover.

Jacob Bruck, the proprietor of a
grocery store on the main floor of the
building, received on April 18, a letter
reading: “We demand $1,000 or death.
Bring it in Mott street. Petrosino is
dead, but the Black Hand lives. (Sign-
ed) Black Hand Society.”

On Monday last Bruck received an-
other letter written in a similar strain.
lHe turned both letters over to the pol-
Iice. The alarm w2as spread by the
!ﬂring of a volley of revolver shots,
from the window of the burning build-
ing. Policemen who responding, burst
into the main door, found the hallway
saturated and blazing fiercely. Two
half emptied cans of kerosene were on
the stairs. The frightened tenants fled
to the roof or thronged the fire escape
in the rear which were clogged with
obstructions. Men and women were
fighting for a way down the escapes
when: the police went up and aided
them and entering the rooms, brought
out several unconscious persons, In
the scramble, several tenants were in-
jured by falling from the escapes and
the police had to club the men tosave
the women and children,

CASE AGAINST C.P..
WAS DISMISSED

Magistrate Does Not Find the
Finn Was Insane

Nor Was He Landed in Canada— Question
of Gosts s Still 1o be
Settled.

In the police court this morning
Magistrate Ritchie dismissed the case
preferred against the C. P, R. by the
Dominion Immigration. Department.
The charge laid was that of landing
an insane Russian Finn immigrant in
Canada.

In reviewing the case the magistrate
read the section of the law relating to
such cases, and said the .evidence
went to show that this foreigner was
examined by the C. P. R. physician
and the Board of Trade physician at
Liverpool and passed examination. He
occupied a room with nine other pas-
sengers on the voyage out to St. John
and while seasick for a couple of days
nothing else was noticeable in his tan-
ner. The question was asked if the
man did not have an epileptic fit
while in Liverpool but there was no
evidence to show that fie had.

On arrival here the man, by some
mistake, was placed in the section ar-
ranged for those intending to settle
in Canada while he intended to go to

the United States. He became violent
and besides breaking things he as-
sauited a couple of officlals, was placad
in the Provincial Hospital and finally
deported on the steamer on which ke
arrived. He was not an epileptic on

“board the ship and nothing wrong was

noticeable until he came in line for in-
spection. In the question of landing In
Canada His Honor said that 'anding
means the person’s admission into Can-
ada. For convenience immigration of-
ficers generally inspect the passengers
on the voyage round from Halifax but
such does not appear to have taken
place_in_this particular case. He tiad
considered the case carefully =wnd de-
cided that it should be dismissed.

F. R. Taylor said thut the gase was
an unnecessary one and askefl that the
Government bear all the expenses of
the trial,

B. H. McAlpine for the prosecution,
said that Mr. Taylor should be .satis-
fied with a judgment in his favor.

His Honor said he would consider
the mater of costs.

The young women
started in to put out the blaze, and de-
spite the fact that one lady’s skirts
caught fire she and her companion
with the aid of a broom and some
water stuck to their task of heating
out the flames. There was consider-
able smoke caused by the burning
material and some person sent in an
alarm from box 6. There was uo work
for the firemen on ‘heir arrival and
the damage done only amounts to a
few dollars. *

The young lady’s skirt which caught
on fire was extinguished beforeé any in-
jury was done her, but after she nad
aided in beating out the blaze 'she was
naturally in a highly nervous condi-
tion.

A number of customers who were in
the millinery display room looking
over the latest creations in hats speak
very highly of the manner in which
the young milliners stuck to their post
and put out the fire.

Several Witnesses Heard-—ﬂna Tells How
Chapin Went Out of Town— Prisoner

The preliminary hearing into the
charge of fraudulently consuming elece
tricity preferred against Charles H.
Kerr, the manager of: the Bijou Thea-
tre, by the St. John Raijlway Com-
pany was concluded this morning.
Kerr was committed for trial and ad-

-George Stanton wag the first wit-
ness and said he had been working
for the Ouimetoscope Company in the
Bijou Theatre building for five months,
He was the shipper and repairer of
films. He had often been in the room
where the films were tested, and as
a general rule the films were all test-
ed. There was no change made in the
wiring while he was there as far as
he knew. The defendant was there
all the time witness was. Mr. Chapin
worked there as a general man,
swept the floor, ran the machine and
would have to do with the fixing up
of the wires. He was the operator,
and if any changes were made in the
wiring they would be made by Chapin,
Witnes saw Chapin Saturday. He took
him to the Boston train; he had a
ticket for him, but Chapin did not go.
He saw him afterwards. He saw him
at the theatre that night, but not with
Mr. Gerow. He did not drive off in
a buggy from the theatre. He drove
from the corner of Carleton and Co-
burg streets with witness.

FOUR CHILDREN WERE
BURNED TO DEATH

——

Terrible  Tragedy in Cape
Breton,

Parents Overcome by Smoke and Gould
Not 6o to Their Rescue—Others
Saved by Boy's Heraism,

GLACE BAY, N. S, April 30.— At
three o’clock this morning one of the
worst fires in the history of the town
occurred. The alarm came in from
Steeleshill, Dominion, No. 4, and when
the firemen arrived they foung@ the
drelling of Stephen McAskill enveloped
in flames and four of the occudants,
children ranging from 12 to 5 years of
age, burned to a crisp. The fire is sup-
posed to have started in the kitchen
and was well advanced before the oe-
cupants of the dwelling awoke. When
the father and mother,who were sleep-
ing in the lower part of the house,were
aroused, they were so overhowered
with smoke that they were unable to
g0 to the aid of the xhildren up-
stairs.

It is regarded as probable that all the
remaining members of the family
would have been destroyed were it not
for the presence cf mind of a twelve-
year-old boy, who was sleeping up-
stairs, and who broke the window and
placed two of the children beyond dan-
ger, and jumped for his life. The
young hero is severely cut and hurt,
but will recover., The mother and
father are naturally heartbroken over
the loss of their children, and friends
are doing all they can to comfort them
in their bereavement.

RESTORED AND
MISSIONARIES SAFE

BOSTON, Apri] 30—A cablegram an-
nouncing that order has been restored
in Hadjin and Adana in Asia Minor,
was received from Rev. W. W. Peet,
treasurer of the American Board of
Commissioners for Foreign ‘Missions in
Constantinople at the American
Board’s hezquuarta's in this city to-
day.

Thousands of Accidents Leave
Trail of Dead and Injured
—Blizzard Raging on the
Great Lakes — Passenger
Steamer Sunk.

CHICAGO, April 30. — The storm
which seems to be co-existent over al-
most the entire country apparently
has broken all records in the numbag
and variety of freakish atmospherig
disturbances.

In the middle west there have besn
most  spectacular happenings among
thousands of accidents which dealt
death and ruin on every hand.

A score or more lives were claimsd
as toll and property of immense value
was destroyed by the wind and rain
of tornado and torrential proportions
which swept a large portion of the
south. A blizzard is raging on the
Great Lakes and snow plows are out
in the morthern part of the States.
Little improvement in conditions is ex=
pected during the next 24 hours.

ATLANTA, Ga., April 30. — Between
25 and 30 persons dead in Tennessze,
Mississippi and Arkansas and scores
of injured were the toll last night of a
series of tornadoes in those states. The
storms which wrought this havoc ap-
pear to have been little routeriders of
the big disturbances which simultan-
eously were sweeping tarough the
north. Although more fatal to life
than the northern storm, these south-
ern tornadoes each covered only &
small area of a few acres or at,most‘ a
few square miles.

During the night telegraph wires
went down all over the south with the
exception of the South Atlantic States.
On both sides of the Mississippi for
hundreds of miles it was a gusty
threatening night, with here and thers
a puff of wind which knocked - trees
over and which isolated many sections
of the South for hours from communi-
eation even with. the neighboring com-
munities. . .

LOUISVILLE, Ky., April 30. — Sev-
eral persons are reported killed in last
night’s tornado near Franklin Inn and
the town of Hillsboro, a few miles
from here is said to have been blown
away. -

Much property damage was done in;
this city: and throughout the state.
Communication by both telegraph and
telephone is all but suspended.
