the election struggle now claim atten­
tion first, the disorderly ■-int'erreptiona 
to which many- Conservative meetings 
and almost all of these addressed by 
peers are subjected so that it is prac­
tically impossible for "any Unionist 
peer to obtain a fair hearing--atid, 
second, the realization by the peers 
themselves and the Unionist press of 
the necessity of the House of Lords 
advocating its own reform, as the only 
means of meeting the storm of protest 
the peers' action upon the budget 
aroused In the country.

The reform of the House of Lords 
lias been openly urged by the Times 
and other Conservative organs, and 
was tonight the most interesting point 
of thé speech of Lord Lansdowno at 
Liverpool. He admitted that the pre­
sent house was too unwleldly for an 
effective second chamber, but de­
clared nls belief in the preponderating 
power of the House of Commons, and 
suggested я House of Lords within 
the upper house, and that this reform 
ought to be (he work, nut of one, but 
of both political parties working to­
gether.

In conclusion, Lord Lansdowne ad­
vocated tariff reform, vith a moderate 
scale of duties as the only visible 
remedy for the evils all desired to re­
move.

All the great leaders were again 
speaking in various parts of the coun­
try tonight. Austen Chamberlain 
challenged Premier Asquith to produce 
proofs of his assertion that unemploy­
ment was felt as much in protected 
countries as in Great Britain. The 
campaign seems to have a great at­
traction for the literary class. Alfred 
Austin, the poet laureate joined the 
fray tonight by Issuing a letter In 
which he points out that the present 
House of Lords include 200 members 
who served ths country In the army 
and шил, a hundred "f them on the 
battlefield, to say nothing of those 
who perished in the shock of war.
