ed help of which they stand in need;

TRUNK MURDER AT
PORTLAND MAINE

Portland, Ore,, June 21.—The blund-
er of the murderers in wrongly routing
a trunk sent to the Union Depot in
this city was the means late yesterday
of disclosing a ghastly murder.

On
Webb’s person was found two watches
one of which Mrs. Johnson identifled
as her husband's, and the two women’s
handkerchiefs, both blood stained. One
of Webb's hands was injured and
bandaged. He carried an International
typographical union card, issued by
Vancouver, B, C., local No. 2226, Webb
is belleved to have operated in real
estate In Seattle within the last few
months.
