Yesterday was an interesting day
for the fruit growers assembled here
for their annual convention. The apple
exhibition in the St. Andrew’s rink
was more largely attended than on
the opening day and as the fruit was
all placed in position the showing was
€ven more attractive than on the
first day.

The visitors to the exhibition were
delighted with the showing made and
many also expressed their surprise.
On all hands were heard expressions
of commendation of the enterprise of
the provincial government and par-
ticularly of the good work of the ag-
ricultural department and the offi-
cials. There is little doubt that as
& result of the exhibition and the
great interest taken in fruit cuiture
by the members of the government,
this important branch of agriculture
is destined to flourish in this province
as never before,

Last evening the fruit growers met
in the Board of Trade rooms and
heard a practical address from Pro-
fessor Shaw of Truro en points to be
considered in establishing an or-
chard. Prof. Shaw is thoroughly
versed in his subject and has the
knack of imparting his information to
his hearers in simple fashion so that
it is easily understandable by all.

The Mayor's Welcome,

At the. session last evening the
president of the assoeiation, C. N.
Vroom, of St. Stephen presided, and
called upon Mayor Frink to address
the visitors,

Mayor Frink, who ‘spoke in happy
vein, welcomed the members of the
association to the city and extended
to them a very hearty greeting. He
referred to the difficuity of keeping
boys on the farm as against the lure
and attractions of city life. He hoped
however, that many of the difficulties
which beset the farmer in’ this re-
gard would gradually be removed as
the farmers became more prosperous
and installed more conveniences on
the farms,

In conclusion he congratulated the
association upon the excellent exhibi-
tion which was open in St. Andrew’s
Rink. The exhibition illustrated well
the resources of ‘the province in the
line of apple culture, and could not
but be of great valueiand benefit to
the province.

Presjdent Vroom thanked His Wor-
ship for his attendance and for his
welcoming words. Mr. Vroom also
informed the meeting that it would
be mnecessary to hold a business ses-
sion for the election of officers and
for the selection of the next place of
meeting. He asked that the meeung

President's Address.

President Vroom then read his an-
aual address, as follows:—

Members of the New Brunswick
fruit Growers’' Association. Gentle-
men:—

It is with great pleasure that I
meet you again in the annual con-
vention of the association. While it
is cur sixth annual convention, T
think it might be called the first of
@ new geries, as it is the first time
that the province has been at all gen-
erally represented either in member-
#hip or exhibits. All honor to the plo-
neers who five years ago sought by
this organization to bring fruit grow-
ers together for their mutual advant-
age, None will rejoice today more
thaia they at the forward movement
which is evidenced by the splendid
exhibit of fruit in the rink and by
the rich programme which is laid be-
focre us. To the energy and skill of
our efficient secretary, Mr. Turney,
we are indebted for the advanced po-
sition of our association and it cer-
tainly looked like the opening of a
new era in the fruit growing business
in New Brunswick.

The season just closed has not been
& very prosperous one for the fruit
industry in this province, Small fruits
indeed yielded good returns, but they
were grown to & limited extent, the
acreage given to their culture not be-
ing 80 large as the increasing de-
mand would justify. When we speak
©f our fruit industry however, we re-
fer more especially to the apple, the
king of fruits and the fruit in which
New Brunswick Is, and must always
remal { iy i ed. Witi
the exception of ‘a few varieties the

crop Of this fruit' with us has been

meedln.]{ light, although trees blos-
somed well in the spring. This was

h due to a fon of frost
and wet cold weather while trees were
in bloom, The weather conditions dur-
ing the early growing season also

‘were such that what fruit we have is

rater inferior-in size and quality.

setback and obstacle in his career had
better consider seriously if he would
nct to well to engage in some other
line of labor and leave the growing
of fruit to others. It would seem some-
times that all the forces of nature
animate and inanimdte, were arrayed
against us, The frost and the sun com-
bine to take the life from the feeding
rocts of the tree, to strip the bark
from the trunk or to trim back un-
mercifully the season’s growth of
wood; the cruel wind takes off the
branches, destroys the blossoms, or
denudes the tree of fruit.

The fungus attacks both tree and
fruit, the ground mouse girdles, the
rabbit cuts, while legions of imsects
Seem to prefer the apple to any oth-
er tree that grows. The borer starts
at the ground and riddles the life out
of the tree, the bark louse sucks it
out higher up, the tent caterpillar, the
red hump, the fall web worm, the
leaf roller, the green aphis, the blis-
ter mite, and: the brown tail show
their good taste by exhibiting a de-
clded preference for the apple. The
codling moth, and the apple magot are
atter the fruit and. it they leave any
Junior humanity steps in to fill its poc-
kets and s often supplemented by sen-
icr humanity which fills its meal bags.

The frult grower of today must have
pluck, perseverance and determination
in an eminent degree.

Be Prepared For Enemy,

When tlie enemy marshals its forces
he must be prepared to meet them,
equipped with cultivator, pruning
knife and sprayer. It is no easy task
to raise fruit in the face of the dif
ficulties suggested and many others,
but it makes a man out of him who
is prepared to overcome them all and
win, It calls for a knowledge of the
soll, its makeup and requirements,
2 knowledge of plant life. and the
necessary conditions for its fullest de-
velopment; a knowledge of imsect
life (and incidentally insect death),
a line of reading which covers
the latest discoveries and develop-
ments of science bearing on this work
and withal a good business head.
Point out to me a successful horti-
culturist and 1 will show ¥ou a man
of marked ability, capable of making
his way in any: walk of life,

You will find him an all around man
with a knowldge and grace of detail
such as is required in few other lines
of business, Yes, I magnify the call-
ing of a fruit grower. There is no
better under the sun, and it is not all
dreary fighting either. Can there be
anything more interesting and-fascina-
ting than work among growing trees
and plants? Give me ths life that is
close to nature and to nature's God.
As I once heard Prof, Robertson put
it, “We work in partnership with the
Almighty.” The orchadist sgets his
sclons. God sends the life blood of
the tree coursing through new wood,
and we behold a miracle of transfor.
mation, Instead of tha inferior fruit
which the tree once bore, we now
have the fruit - of our cholee. And
what fruit grower who loves his work
I8 not an experimenter? He plants
his seed and waits patiently the fruit-
ing of a new variety, What Joy there
is to him in a new strawberry or a
new apple of merit! A few days ago
a friend gave me a plum, ona of three
borne as the first crop of a seedling
tree, and I shared with him the oy
of 2 new and promising creation of na-
ture. The man who gives to the world
& fruit of improved variety is a public
benefactor, and is deserving of more
recognition than he usually gets. I
believe it would be advisabls for our
governments to offer a substantial
bonus for any new fruit that is a dis-
tinet improvement on anything that
we now have,

Better Mankind,

Not only is there a pleasure In fruit
growing, but mankind is constantly
bettered by the production of .fruit. It
has a refining influence on. those who
ralse it, those who behold it, and
more -especially on those who use it.
There is no article of food in the world
80 health-giving as raw, ripe fruit.
The man who uses this faod plentiful-
Iy and regularly in place of a heavier
diet, cleanses the system from disease
loses unnatural cravings for stimu-
lants, and is of a sounder body and
therefore of sounder mind.. The con-
sclousness of all the good and Ppleasant
features of the fruit business is a re-
ward to the grower, but I believe it
to.be a fact also that there is no more
profitable line of i in New
Brenswick today than orcharding with
up-to-dat: methods. The display of
fruit in St. Andrew’s Rink today, the
more remarkable under the conditions
of this season shows that we can raise
go0d fruit. In some varietics we can

WOMAN BURNED
AT SHLISBURY

Mrs. Absalgm Cochrane Found
s, And Will Pro-

Moncton, N. B.; Nov. 1.-—Mrs. Absa-
lom Cochrane, an aged woman living
alone near Salisbury, was found in
her home today, terribly burned, and
will probably die, She was uncon-
sclous\ when found, and it is not
known how the accident ocourred.
Practically all the clothing was burn-
ed off her body, but the house and
contents were not damaged.

Coroner Purdy commenced an in-
quest. tonight into the death of Harry
Baig, the St. John junk dealer, who
hanged himself in a cell at the police
station here this morning. Two bro-
thers of deceased from Amherst gave
evidence as well as police officers,
and Dr. Steeves.

It appears that deceased had been
In Amherst and was seen by his bro-
thers with a plece of rope, but they
were unable to idemtify it. They said
deceased had not been very success-
ful of late in business,

Other evidence went to show that
he was suffering from delirium trem-
ens, and after the arrest sat in the
cell in a dejected position with his
bead on his hands.

It is thought he had the rope con-
cealed about his person. The inquest
will  be concluded tomorrow. The
body was sent to St. John tonight
for burial.

BAIE AND GROOM
IN SUICIDE PACT

Young Husband Found Dead
In Gas-Filled Room With
Wife By His Side Awaiting
Reaper.

New York, Nov. 1.—A suicide pact
€ntered into by a despondent young
couple on the upper west side of the
city and carried into at least a par-
tially successful execution was re.
vealed this afternoon when a relative
of Mr. and Mrs, Torres broke into
their rooms. Torrea was found dead
in bed and his young wife, partially
overcome by gas-and a wound in the
left wrist, was calmly waiting for her
life to end. 'When Mrs. Torrea was
revived in the hospital to which she
was taken a prisoner she said that
the knife wound had been inflicted by
her husband in the carrying out of a
sulcide agreement which they made
this morning. She told the police that
her husband had first cut a deep in-
cision in her left arm and then slash- )
ed his own right arm, He then turn-
ed on the gas and they lay down to
die,

The Torreas were married only on
October 17 last. The smell of escap-
ing gas from the room led to the dis-
covery of the dead man and his
wounded wife.

In La Sall
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Garment Workers.

Chicago, Nov. 1.—Mounted police
today charged threatening mobs of
striking garment workers and made
numerous arrests in three quarters
of Chicago, only to be dumbfounded
when met by obdurate groups of club
women and soclety leaders, who, when
taken Into custody, produced engray-
ed calling cards at police stations in
lieu of bail bonds.

It was a new experience for the
police, and it plainly confused them.
A score of these women champions
of the garment workers were arrest-
ed, but they were immediatly releas-
ed when their identities became
known. One woman was struck by a
policeman’s club, but her name did
not become known, as she was placed
in ‘an automobile and taken home.
Most of the club women involved in
today's demonstrations were garbed
as working girls, and the police could
not distinguish them from strikers
until after arrests were made.

Riotous scenes developed down
town, on the north side and on the
west side. More than 500 men and
women engaged in the down town
demonstration, which was broken up
by the police after considerable trou-
ble. As they left their headquarters
street, the strikers and
ympathizers clanged bells, blew

3 i i
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The line of march proceeded into
the wholesale quarter mear the Chi-
cago river, passing large tailoring es-
tablishments, whose employes were
beckoned to join the strikers. More
than 2,000 took part in one of scveral
incipient riots on the west gide. In
each instance women led the strikers
and their friends.

“I would take oath that we were
doing absolutely nothing beyond the
law” said Miss Ella Starr a club wo-
man. “The only persons who were
violating were policemen, who treated
us roughly and hurt dreadfully with
their clubs, some of the poor boys we
were leading peacefully past the
shops. If there had been a real riot
this morning, and it would not have
taken much to have made one, fit
would have been incited altogether
by the police.”

Miss Franklin, another volunteer
picket, was indignant because of the
manner in which she had been treat-
ed by the police. “I know they would
not have let me go if I had not pre-
sented my card,” said Miss Franklin
“They seemed to think that I was a
particularly dangerous character
Perhaps it would have been a good
plan to let' them take me to jall and
just prove to them how little legal
foundation they have to stand on.”

Will Open Wealthy Homes.

Promises from wealthy women to
open their homes to destitute striking
girls, offers cof picket service from
women, social and club leaders, and
pledges of assistance from mamy oth-
er women were received today by
Mrs. Raymond Robins, president of
the womans trade union league union.
Among those to volunteer were Mrs.
W. E. Hopkins and Mrs, General
Simpson.

Mrs. Robins tonight declared that
there would be at least 60 volumteer
pickets from women’s clubs and other
sources, outside the working girls act-
Ively engaged tomcrrow.

Chicago Police Use Clubs in Quelling Riots Only
to Free Those Made Prisoners When Identity
is Made Known--Wealthy Women Stand With

No Progress Made in Settlement of New York
Express Strike--Threats Made to Call Out
30,000 Drivers of All Classes of Vehicles-
Strike Extends to Newark.

“We cannot glve thelr names,. at
this time,” said Mrs. Robins.

New York Strike.

New York, N. Y., Nov. 1..—No ma-
terfal progress was made today to-
wards settling the strike of express
employes which has been in progress
for nearly a week. The strike has re-
sulted in a great congesticn of ex-
press traffic and has cauSed. much
disorder, numerous street fights hav-
ing occurred both in this city and in
Jersey City where the labor trouble
first had its inception,

An attempt was made today to hold
a conference at which Governor Fort
of New Jersey, Mayor Gaynor of New
York and Mayor Wittpenn, of Jersey
City were to talk over with strike
leaders and officials of the express
companies the matters at issue, but
Governor Fort was unable to come
to Jersey City, and the efforts to bring
about such a conference were aban-
doned for the day. Mayor Wittpenn
had a conferance with some of the
strike leaders. He said tonight that he
had nothing to say at present regard-

. {ing the progress made locking to n

t . The strike extended to Ne-
Wi ay Where & nUmMbEr of drivers
went out, while In this city the wa-
Eon employes of several big depart-
ment stores joined in the movement.
The leaders tonight made the threat
that wmless the trouble is speedily ad-
justed, they will call out 30,000 driyv-

ers of all classes of vehicles. They
declare that more than 10,000 men are
already involved in the demands for
recognition of the union, better wages
and shorter hours.

Severe Penalties.

Rioting occurred in many parts of
Jersey City and in Manhattan today.
For the most part, however, the out-
breaks were quickly quelled by the po
lice. Arrests were made in nearly
every instance and the arraignment
of these prisoners called forth notice
to rioters that more severe penalties
will be dealt out in the future.

Hitherto most of the magistrates
have contented themselves with in-
flicting small fines on such offenders,
Magistrates Herman and Breen, who
are sitting in the west side and York
ville courts, in the heart of the strike
district, both anrounced that begin-
ning tomorrow anyone convicted of
disorderly conduct in connection with
the strike will be given a work house
sentence, Steps looking to the restor-
ation of expr service throughout
the city were taken today by the ex
ecutive committee of the Merchants
association acting on the complaint of
members that the strike has caused
disorganization and great inconven-
fence.

The committee urged the police to
afford the necessary protection to per-
mit the operation of all express wag-
ons, and at the same time addressed
a letter to the various companies ask-
ing information as to the status of the
strike “in the hope that with clear
undersanding of the situation a speedy
solution of the existing difficulties will
be found and the needed relief to the
commercial community be afforded.”

vergne was returned by a majority 6f °
800. The Liberals are not expecting
that their majority this time, if there
is any, will be over 300.
