New York, May 17—The World
morning says: Preliminary steps
taken yesterday for the organization of
a company that will build a ship that will
cross the ocean in three days.

The device consists of
a scries of propellers arranged along the
sides of a vessel and driven at great speed
by electricity. Ior a torpedo boat dAe-
stroyer the size of those at present in
use in the United States navy, twelve pro-
pellers would be necessary, six on each
side. In addition, single or twin screws
could be provided and be operated alone
or jointly with the side propellers. Steam:
ship propulsion now consumes 3,000 tons
of coal at a cost of $18,000 a trip to South-
ampton. The electrical ghip will reduce
the coal consumption to 1,500 tons, being
a saving of $9,000 on cach trip.

Cnicago, May 19—A special to the Daily
News from Che Foo says:i—

While cruising off Dalny this morning,
the Daily News’ dispatch boat Fawn was
.stopped :and examined by the Japanese
.cruiser Kasagi. The Japanese officers in-
formed us that two Russian destroyers
have escaped from Port Arthur, and are
still at large. They stated that the Rus-
sians are using Chinese junks to place
mines in the path of the Japanese fleet
patrolling the peninsula coast.

The Kansas female reformer created a
scene in the quarters of the anti-cigarette
league in Chicago the other day by punch-
ing a hole through a portrait of President
Roosevelt and declaring that he “‘smokes

and chews tobacco. and is mo good any-|

way.”

When she was remonstrated with she
said if it could be proved that the presi-
dent does not use tobacco, she would
give the league $50 with which to buy a
new and better picture of him.

Miss Lucy Gaston Page, the president
of the league, wrote to Mr. Loeb, asking
as to the truth of Carrie Nation’s state-
‘ment.

Mr. Loeb replied that “the president
does mot now and mever has used to-
bacco in any form.”

He now is waiting to hear when Lhe
money has been paid.

Carrie Nation was in Washington sev-
eral months ago and made things lively
at the White House when she was re-
fused permission to see the president. She
wanted to ask him whether it was true,
as she had heard, that he smoked cigar-

ettes and drank whisky while on his wesi-

ander Graham Bell, and his accumulated
fortune since his reported death amounts

his relatives and friends have maintained
that Gower survived the balloon excur-
‘sion.

Nordica’s First Romance.

The Gower estate was only sebtled  after
a leng delay in the courts; and the story
of tthe marniage of Gower and Lillian Nor-
‘dica would furnish material for a most
romantic novel. To tell it in its entirety
would fill many pages. Frederick A. Gow-
er. was a mewspaper reporter in Provi-
dence, a handsome, energetic and - strong
.witted young fellow, with a big bump of
investigation.

One night, when the force in the mews-
paper office was hard at work, - & man

tthe work, but finally Gower took the mat-
ter in ‘hand. It chanced to be the Bell
telephone, and from this accidental cir-
cumstance he became interested in the in-
vention. He superintended the comstruc-
tiom of the first telephone line amd subse-
quently was sent to introduce it in Europe.

In 1883, after acquiring great weaith,
Gower first met Lillian Norton, then a
poor girl from Maiue, who was abroad for
the cultivation of her voice. He became
interested-in her, advanced money to her
and her mother, Mrs. Norton,  and at
length married the young singer. Gower’s
wealth throuzh the telephone and instru-
ments increased. .

Spendirg Too Much Money.

At length difficulties with his wife and |
mother-in-law arose, Gower claiming that
they were spending entirely too much
money ,and that he could mo longer lavish
his wealth in the manner he had been
doing on them. The outcome was that
Mrs. Gower and her mother sailed for
Boston, and there began suit for divorce
and ailmony. It is alleged that Gower was
ignorant of this move. On July 13, 1885,
he made an ascension to England in s
airship. Alive or dead, he has never been
seen since—unless the labe report from
Paris is true. The divorce proceedings
were thus interrupted.

Mme. Nordica then took steps to gain
her interests as a widow: George Lewis
Gower of Providence, brother of Freder-
ick, opposed this on the ground that it
had not been established that he was
dead. As time went by, however, he made
overtures to her, offering her a small share
of the estate, but this she would not lis-
ten to. She heard of the property that
George Lewis Gower. had in Tacoma
(Wash.), and laid claim to it as part of
her husband’s estate, asserting that it had
been bought with $11,000 belonging to her
husband, and that G. L. Gower was, in
fact, only an agent.

In the superior court of Washingbon the
case was postponed from time to time umn-
til the property increased immensely in
value. Madame at length furnished her
counsel with a sworn statement as evi-
dence, the same being made before Con-
sul-General John C. New at Liverpool.
Other evidence was also expected,but after
an unparalleled delay her counsel in Ta-
coma said that despite efforts to secure
testimony from this client they had nouh-
ing further to offer, and a decree was
made giving George Lewis Gower full
title.

Tn a short time Mme. Nordica went to
Tacoma. She alleged that she had not
been properly motified that the case was
o be heard. Appeal was impossible, but
the superior court reopened the case for
her benefit. Meantime, megotiations had
been pending looking toward a settlement,
and finally, in consideration of $40,000, she
waived all her rights and settled the case
for the property on both sides of the
water i

LITTLE CHANGE OF
SAVING ALLAN LINER,

The Hibernian is Lying Full Length
on a Reef—Most of the Cargo
Will Probably Be Saved.

North Sydney, N. S., May 19—(Special)
‘—The Reid-Newfoundland railway steamer
‘Bruce, which has just arrived from Port
Aux Basque, reports the Allan line steam-
er Hibernian probably a total wreck, on
Story Point, near Codroy, about nine
miles from where the steamer Norwegian,
of the same line, was wrecked on June 12
last year.

The Bruce further reports that the
steamer’s propeller is clear abpve water at
low tide, the vessel lying at dﬂl length on
a reef some distance from tHe land.

The steamers Baines Hawkins and Har-
law, and several schooners have gone to
the assistanee of the stranded vessel, and
will probably succeed in saving all the
cargo. An effort will be made, however,
t> get the steamer off after being lightened
of her cargo.

Washington, May 19.—Tue state depart-
ment has received a cablegram from U. S.
Con_sul Gumme're, dated Tangier today,
saying:

“Mr. Pendicaris, a prominent American
citizen, long a resident of Tangier and
rich and well known, and his stepson, Mr.
Varley, a British subject, were carried off
last night from their country house, three
miles from Tangier, by a large band of
native brigands headed by Baisuly, the
bandit who carried off Mr. Harris last
year. The Perdicaris house was broken
into about half past eight last evening
while the family were in the drawing-
room and the two men were carried
away. Mr. Gummere and the British
minister are acting with energy in the
matter. They have semt a special carrier
to the court to inform the Sultan’s deputy
to comply with all requests they make in
this matter and to imsist that the terms
demanded by Raisuly shall be granted in
onder to obtain the release of the cap-
tives.”

‘Orders were sent to Rear Admiral Chad-
wick today, which he will receive when
his command, the South Atlantic squa-
dron, reaches Teneriffe, Canary Islands,
directing him as soon as he arrives there
to coal one of his ships and send it to
Tangier. He has the Brooklyn and At-
lanta, and two gunboats either one of
the former being available for the service.

Western Union Orders All Wires
Into Suspected Places Taken Out.

New York, May 19—President Clowry,
of the Western Unio.: Telegraph Com-
pany, today ordered the removal of all
Western Union wires: running to places
supposed to be pool rooms.. He said he
had issued directions to the company’s
workmen to remove every wire over which
horse racing news exclusively had formerly
been furnished to private subscribers, and
to turn in every instrument used in this
service.
