The gov- 
eminent leaders have begun to realize that 
there ie a strong tide running against them 
and desperate efforts to flood the province 
with money are being made.

The dissatisfaction is so keenly felt and 
freely expressed, however, in St. John city 
and county, along the St. John river, in 
York and Carleton, in Kings, Albert and 
Kent, and in fact all over the province, 
that even the large corruption fund being 
contributed by both the federal and pro­
vincial government and their friends will 
not avail to save the Flemming adminis­
tration from its just desserte.

It is known that government workers 
in St. John county have sent young men 
with large sums of money out to influence 
the electors by offering the young voters 
from $25 to $40 cash down if they vote for 
Baxter and Carson. Incidentally they are 
told to do a few hours work on the roads, 
and on the Black River road on Saturday 
a few had accepted the bribe and were 
making the pretence of scraping the road 
with some kind of a dull hoe, throwing up 
the sods into the ruts and making the 
highway worse than before.

In epite of these frantic attempts, how­
ever, to debauch the electorate, the Lib­
eral candidates, A. F. Bentley and Amador 
Anderson, will have the approval of the 
better class of voters and their election 
has been assured. An aggressive campaign 
along legitimate lines has been mapped out 
in their interests with meetings this week 
as follows:

Moore expressed 
the regret he felt but pressure of business, 
failing health and other causes had com­
pelled him to take * the step he had. His 
best wishes would always be with the 
party, however. The chairman and N. W. 
Brown, of Southampton, both expressed 
heartiest appreciation of the servicea which 
Aid. Moore had rendered to the Liberal 
party in the past and regretted that he had 
found it necessary to resign the chairman­
ship.
