A case in point has just been decided
in St. Thomas. Three young roughs
attempted to break into a house, and 3
young woman shot one of ' them dead.
Her trial has just ended in ai honorable
acquittal. A telegram to the Torofito
papers gives the Judge’s address, show-
iog his: views, iltregard to the right to
kil in self defence. He spoke as fol-
lows:—

Fanny Batterby, you have been put up-
on trial for tdking the life of a fellow be-
ing, and having carefully considered the
evidence which has been submitted, I
wish to tell you what I have to say. You
thought proper to place yourself in my
hands for trial; it was my wish that you
should eleet fo be tried by a jury, but
you had a right to your choice, and I
douw’t know that it is any the worse for
you. I think that the men came to your
father’s house for an unlawful and violent
purpose. They threatened to beat your
brother, and you had strong grounds
to fear their intentions towards
yourself. Their langudge and = their
acts outside gave you good reason
to apprehend the worst; they attacked
the doors with seeming determination to
break them in,and failing to sucdceed they
took to the windows. Your mother tried
to get assistance by alarming the neigh-
bors, and failing in that, I can cdnceive
how hope was abandoned. Considering
the consequence of their getting into the
house, considering their threats, and the
rude and brutal language they used; con
sidering the dead hour of the night at
which their attack was iriade, the wonder
is not that you were afraid, but that you
were not maddened to desperation. You
warned them; you repeated the warning,
and gave them ample time toact upon it.
Having a weapon to defend yourself, you
would have been more than human if you
did not use it. The guestion was when
you might be justiflet in using it. Itis
my opinion that you were dotin a posi-
tion to judge, when by their conduct

We understand that the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries has instructed Mr.
Wilmot, the well known fish breeder, to
proceed to Gaspe and Miramichi, for the
purpose of erecting establishments for
the artificial breeding of flsh. The large’
catch of salmon in the Miramichi river
this season is partly owing to.the foster-
ing care of the Government in protecting
the fisheries, and this new move on the
part of the Federal Executive, through
the encrgetic minister in charge of thej
Fisheries Department, still further proves
the interest taken in this very important
branch of our public industry. Besides
salmon-culture, Mr. Wilmot’ is to turn
his attention to the bait so.successfully
used in catching mackerel, but which at
present has to be imported from the
United States. The calculstion is to
have both establishments in working
order this fall. at a very small cost to the
country.— Newcastle Advocate.
