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brought within three months, and those relating to reimbursements shall
be imprescriptible.

Article 61th. Suits by which fines and damages are claimed shall be in-
divisible, unless the one or the other has been settled or abandoned.

5  Article 65th. No Justice of the Peace, Inspector, or substitute for the
latter, shall be competent to act in any matter in which he himself or any
of his relatives to the degree of first cousin inclusively shall be interested.

Article 86th. All those who shall be called upon to cause this law to be
carried into effect should have in view the object of conciliating the
10 interest of agriculture with that of the parties. '

Article 67th. This law shall not deprive Municipal Councils of the
right of making the By-laws they have the power to make respecting the
same, and that even without reference to the provisions of -this Act.
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
