day of the month ot AuausT next, to meet Us in Our Parliament of Canada, at
Our City oF OrTAWA, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Qur said
Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. HEREIN Farr Nor.

1~ TEsTiMONY WHEREOF, We have cansed these our Letters 1o be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hercunto affixed. WitnEss, Joun
