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by Britifh Bay of Fundy, the Coaf of Cape Breton, or the Coaft of Prince Edward's
Subjeas may j/land, by Briti/h Subjeas, may be imported from any of the faid Places
be imported. into this Kingdom, any Law, Cuflom, or Ufage to the contrary not-

withftanding.

Bounties to II. And be it further enaaed, That upon the Importation of fuch Fifh
be piid on into this Kingdom, and alfo upon the Importation of fuch Fifh into
Importation. the Iflands of Guernfey or Jerfey, from any of the faid Cogíts and Places,

there fhall be allowed and paid the Fae Bounty, and the fa=e Rules, Con.
ditions, Regulations, and Reftriâieis, fubje& to the fame Peualties and
Forfeitures for the Breach thereof, fhall be applied to the Importation of
fuch Fifh, the Payment of Bounty thereon, and the Exportation thereof,
as is and are allowed, made, provided and impofed by the faid A&, in the
Cafe of fuch Fifh imported into this Kingdom, and the Iflands of Guernfey
and Jeujey refpedively, from the Ifland of Newfoundland, and the Coaft of
Labrador.

Continuance, III. And be it further: enaâed, That this A fihall continue in force
0f Aa. until the Twenty-fifth Day of March One thoufand eight hundred and ten.
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
