music being recorded today, play
a very sccondary role to the
roots reggac rhythm; they scrve
1o "make it a beautiful t'ing," as
Pcter Tosh would say.

"Love Will Always Be There"
is a light rcggac number that
ranks with thc commercial
rcggac being rclecased by
ASWAD, that is, it is a
watcred-down brand of reggae
surc to succeed commercially.
"Scrious Business" is an
improvement from the tracks
that precede it. Like "Reggae
Ambassador," it is a rootsy
reggac track madc in the THIRD
WORLD mold. The album
closcs with "Never Say Never,"
"We The People," and "Theme
From thc Underdog." All three

_qualify as filler matcrial.

"SERIOUS BUSINESS" will
be a successful album on both
white and black radio
commercial charts. It docs,
however, have its moments of
classic THIRD WORLD reggae.
Reggac fans are still waiting for
another "96 Dcgrees in the
Shade" or "Jah Glory," the
classic carly songs that the band
has ncver lived up to.
