princeton, B. C., Sept. 14.—(Special.)—
The town of Princeton has been busy
during the last week owing to many new
grrivals, among whom is given the most
prominent place to Mr. W. W. Brewer,
s well known mining man, who repre-
gents the New York ‘Mining Jou.nal,
and who is paying a visit to the Simil-
kameen district for the purp:se of mak-
ing a report on it for his paper.

Verdict of. Accidental Death.

Camp McKinney, B. C., Sept. il.—
(Special.)—Last night an inquest was
held by Dr. Jakes, coroner, on the re-
mains of the late Robert Graham, who
met with his death by falling from the
cage in the Cariboo shaft, near the 200-
foot level on Sunday morning.

The jury empanneled were Messrs. San-
born, Cosens, Ross, Rees, Bash and Nich-
olson, who, having viewed the body, pro-
ceeded to hear the evidence, which may
be briefly summarized as follows: The
unfortunate young mah was bringing up
steel from the 400-foot level, and ac-
cording to the evidence of J. Finnegan,
who was at the 300-foot station, and the
last one to see the poor fellow alive.
When the cage passed that point every-
thing seemed alright, the steel being
tied and Graham standing in the usual
place. Almost immediately after Finne-
gan heard 3 scream and saw a mass of
something and the car descepd.
