and stoutly declared thgt he was born
in 1764 at Shan \Vai—Kgm on the bor-
ders of’ Manchuria, where the great
wall of China runs down to the sea-
shore on ‘the Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li.

/- The taged Manchu arrived in bond
with deven other prosperous China-
men, the youngest of whom was 70,
bound from Cuba to Toronto., Dr.
Choy was the leader of the party in
every patticular. He is more than
six feet tall, notwithstanding a slight
stoop and bald, while his féatures are
a web of ‘gray wrinkles. He lived for
fifty years in his' native land and
claims to have spent néarly 100 years
in Cuba practicing medicine among
the Chinese there, where he' acquired
consid@rable wealth. While“on Ellis
Island the doctor partook of no nour-
ishmént except a few tabloids of con-
centiated food, which he always car-
ries with him, and a little cold water.
