Revenue Ketu for May.

Ottawa, June 10.—Tho revenue for May
shows an increase of $434,000, accounted
for chiefly by an increase of $180,000 in
customs and of $200,000 in excise, due te
the ex-warehousing of spirits and sugar
during the first three days of May, just
prior to the tariff increases on May 8.
