It is said that General Trochu has with him,
outside the wall, 154,000 men and 300 cannon.

All despatches agree that th: loss on both
sides was very heavy, but the French claim a
great victory and say that loss of the Prus-
slans was much more heavy.

A Tours despaich says General Trychu, be-
fore the sortie, Issued & manifesto foreshadow-
ing the attempt to cut the Prussian lines, and
liberate a portion of the garrison of Parls, and
throwing the respounsibility for the coming
bloodshed upon those whose detestable ambi
tion had prolonged the war.

The German army under the Duke of Meck-
lenbaryg attacked two of the five corps under
General Paladines, on Saturday. The Bavari-
ans stormed the towns of Petay, Artenay, Ar-
goes and Pounpey, along the Eastern side of
the French lines. In the latter place they
bayoneted hundreds of the French soldiers.
The fighting was from house to house, every
inch of the ground being hotly contested. The
Germans succeeded in capturing eleven guns.
