We can induce them te agitale and
subscribe and we can subscribe cur~
sclves and thus ameliorate the dis-
tress of the families of those who
Pacome ihe victims ot coercion or
eviction and by this weans encour-
age our palriotic countrymen to
stand firm and persevere until their
end is altained.
