Correspondence to the Nèio York World.
CUBAN MASSACRE.

Kingston, Jamaica, Nov. 10.
Great exitement prevails in Kingston 

over the capture of the steamer Virginius, 
which left this island with consular and 
customhouse clearances for Limon Bay, 
Costa Rica, So far as it is actually known 
in Jamaica the circumstances and locality 
of the Virginius’s surrender are not known 
as no telegrams to or from this to Santi­
ago relatiing to this subject have been 
permitted to pass out of the telegraph 
office theire. We only know from tele­
gram from the governor of Santiago ad­
dressed to the Spanish consul at Kingston 
that the Virginius had been captured ou 
the 31st October, and on the 5th the lead­
ers of the expedition—Ryan, Del Sol, Ces- 
pedes, and Veronra—were shot. Every 
effort to elicit facts through the cable 
have proved abortive, and this heightens 
the exitement and gives circulation to fais 
reports and purely imaginevy stories to 
increase the distress of those who had the 
misfortune to liave relatives on board the 
Virgnius.

There was no concealment made of the 
actual errand of the Virginius while she 
was here—it was notorious. The officers 
had dancing parties on hoard, and public 
meetings were held in honor of Cuban in­
dependence, at which the consignee of 
the Virgnius occupied the chair. The 
steamer was repaired while in port, and 
coaled at the' expense of the Cuban refu­
gees. The Virginius first attempted to 
effect a landing on the 26th October (three 
days after she left Kingston), She was 
driven off by the Spanish troops and 
chased by a Spanish frigate, but e -caped 
and reached Port au Prince on the 27th, 
While there several of tne Jamaica mach- 
anics (all c'4ored)on board became great­
ly alarmed after the chase and ran away, 
but they were huntbd up and dragged 
from their places of eoncealmen t. andtle- 
ti vr-r-erl t4»-> ogleor-i of the Virgin!US
by whom they were taken on uuaru again 
and put in irons, and so forced to go on 
this perilous adventure.

The actng British Consul at Santiago 
(Mr. Robert Mason) being cut off from 
all immediate communication with the 
British Consul General at Havana, (in con­
sequence of an interruption on the cable 
between Santiago and Batbano), Como - 
dore De Horsey despatched the Niobe at 
midnight on the 7th, to inquire into mat­
ters, and to advise the consul (if support 
was necessary) to request delay in the 
carrying out of any hasty sentence that 
might be passed upon the Jamaicans who 
were captured, up to this moment nothing 
has been heard of the Niobe’s arrival, 
and a rumor gainscirculatian that in con­
sequence of the strange silence the Com­
modore intends to proceed there him-;elf 
to day.

Captain McArthur, of the British schr. 
Brilliant, which arrived here on the 2th 
instant, having left Santiago de Cuba on 
the evening of the 5th, reports that just 
bef'o; e the Virginius was capturer’, Verona 
advised the firing of the powder magazine 
and the consequent blowing up of the 
ve-sel rather than she should fall into the 
hands of the Spaniards, but the captain 
persuaded and convinced General Verona 
that being under the American flag and 
in neut al waters they would not dare 
touch any man on board. Verona and 
his brave followers thereupon became 
satisfied, and shortly after, an officer 
from El Tornado boarded the Virginius 
and demanded her papers. The officer 
after inspection, stated that they were 
correct, but made all on board prisoners 1 
Verona replied that he was a prisoner 
because there was not an English or an 
American man-of-war near to witness 
this scandle on the laws of nations. He 
added that lie ciuld have blown up the 
vessel with all on board, but he had not 
done so since her papers were correct 
and she had not been seized in Cuban wa­
ters. The American Hag was, he consid­
ered, their protection, and lie surrender­
ed, lie said, under protect on of that flag 
but believed he would he vicdmizact, 
since the Spanish Government ail along 
listed him.

Captain McArthur witnessed the exe­
cution of Ityan, Verona, Jesus del Sol, 
and Pedro Cespetles, and gives the fol­
lowing account : On the morning of the 
5th they were removed to the place of 
execution, about a mile from the jail. 
The four victim ; were surrounded i y a 
strong e cort of Spanish soldiers. Ver­
ona and Ryan, cairn an 1 collected, march­
ed amid the yells and vociférati ms of the 
mfu iated Spanish rabble. Ani ed at the 
place of execution, they forced Cespedvs 
and Jesus del Sol to kneel, in which po­
sition they were shot in the back. The 
soldiers next directed Ryan and Verona 
to kneel in the same way, but they re" 
fused and were seized and thrown 
down, handcuffed all this time. The two 
victims begged their tormentors to allow 
them to die standing, and having offered 
further resistance, they were murdered 
standing. Ryan was not instantly killed. 
A Spanish officer stepped forward and
