CANADIAN VS AMERICAN FOOT-
BALL.

“Reddy”  Griffith, the famous
Varsity coach, writing on American
football, says:

So much has been written and so
well written during the last few days
about the American football game
that it is almost lmpoesible to add
anything to the criticisms. Still, the
writer in a moment of weakness, pro-
mised to give a few of his views in
the way of comparison between the
game as it is played in Canada and
in the United States.

The great outstanding difference is
in the matter of offside interferexnce.
To the average Canadian offside In-
terference is something to be avoided
as destructive of most that is highly
cherished in his game; to the
American it is the essential, the pivot
around which the whole games
swings. Take it out of American foot-
