Patting of Payment of
Debts.

Whether or not it be true that,
as Pope asserts, “an honest man’s
the noblest work of God,” it is apn
undeniable fact that a perfeotly
honest man is a much rarer char-
acter in modern life than the world
at large is disposed to admit. That
the averags citison, and more espec
ially the oitizen of good repute and
acknowledged standing, will resent
the imputation of dishonesty in any
form, goes of courss without saying;
but such resentment is quite com-
patible with a guilty consciousness
of baving in some one of a scor3 of
different ways invaded or violated
the property rights of others.
Bven the absence of such conscious-
ness, however, is no guairantes of
one’s thorough 'uprightness, for an
erroneous consoience as to the re—
lation between others’ rights and
our duties is not only easily form-
ablegbut all too gemerally is sct-
uslly formed.

Should this somewhat bald state-
ment impress the reader as. an
exaggeration, let him coasider for
s moment one specific form of dis-
honesty and the flippant ease with
which it is popularly condoned.
What is more common in every-
day life than patting off the pay-
ment of legitimate debts, yet what
more rare than the debto.’s aceus.
ing himself of such delay as a ver.
itable sin? Thesubjsctis so praoct-
ical, a8 well as s0 important, that
it will probably be worth while
for even the best living reader to
review the first principles of the
matter and to do so there is no bet-
ter plan than to hark back to the
little oatechism, the excellent text
book from which most Catholios in
these provinces ricaived their prim-.
ary lessons in ethics.

Disoussing the séventh command-
ment (the eight according to the
division of our noc-Oatcolic neigh-
bors), Batler asks what is com-
manded by it, and avswers: “To
pay our lawful debts, and give cvery
one his own.” Among the things
forbidden by itis mentioned, not
only all unjast takiog, but all usjast
“ keeping " what belongs to another.
To the question: “ What are they
obliged to do who ... . bave
unjustly what belongs to another ?
The uncompromising answer is:
“ To restore it as soon as possible,
and ss far as they are able, other-
wise the sin wiil not be forgiven
them.” This la:t sentence merits
particular attention both becsuse
the oxpressions “assoon as pog.
sible ¥ and “ as far as they are sble”
aro apt to be interpreted (by the

“I cannot pay ™
becomes available as-a legilimate
xouse for delay in discharging
debts, only when he who pliads it
has out down his expenses and
practiced genuine economy with &
view to making the restitution to
which his oreditors have an uade-
nable right.

That the more speedily we pay
our debis the less onerous we fiad
the obligation, is a8 truism. The
longer we put off their payment,
that payment being in our power,
the harder we find it to pay at all,
It is to be borne in mind, too, that
thongh we delay payment uotil
our debts are outlawed before the
civil courte, we are still bound in
conscience and before God to re-
speot our oreditors’ rights and pay
tbem what we owe them.
