A Dog and Sheep Case.—The case of 

Mrs. Meads vs. the Municipality of Bid- 
dulph, came before His Honor Judge 
Robinson at the last sitting of the Divi­
sion Court in Cladeboye, and as Ins may 
be some importance to the general pub­
lic, the following particulars are given : 
Some time ago the plaintiff had two 
sheep killed by dogs, which, as well as 
the owners, were unknown to the plain­
tiff. In duo time she sent in her bill to 
the township council, as'the law directs. 
The decision of the reeve and council 
was that, according to the evidence ad­
duced, they were not liable ; and that 
even if they were the demand was ex­
cessive. The plaintiff then sued for the 
amount claimed in the Division Court, 
and when the case came up for hearing 
His Honor ruled that he had no power 
whatever to review the decision of the 
council ; that their action in such cases 
was final, from which there was no ap­
peal, and consequently ordered a non­
suit t<> be entered against the plaintiff. 
This disposal of the case appears to be a 
fact not generally known, and a knowl­
edge of it may save litigation in similar 
cases.

Regina was robed in her first white 
frost on Oct. 22. The Leader man phil­
osophizes and poetizes over the matter.

Mrs. Dewdnew, wife of the Lieut.- 
Governor, recently received a present of 
a St. Bernard pup from Lord Lome.

The Blue Ribbon movement is making 
great headway at Portage La Prairie, 
It had 200 adherents at latest advices.

Rufus Stephenson, Inspector of Colon­
ization Companies, has just returned af­
ter a six thousand mile tour in a buck- 
board.

The C. P. R. will reach the Summit, 
its highest point, 5,300 feet above the 
sea level, 60 miles west of Maple Creek, 
about Nov. 10.

A deficit of $2,700 was discovered in 
the accounts of Mr. Whipple, agent of 
the American Express Co., at XVmnipe/, 
and was made good by the culprit’s fath­
er.

John Reddy, the Toronto tough, who 
was arrested at XVinnipeg for forging a 
Canadian Pacific time check, and had 
his feet frozen in Emerson while sleep­
ing on the track, died in the XVinnipeg 
hospital on Oct. 24.

The Lily, a vessel built in England at 
a cost of $35,000, and owned by the 
XX'innipeg and XX’estern Transportation 
Company went ashore on the south 
branch of the Saskatchewan, about 45 
miles from Medicine Hat, and became a 
total wreck. Her cargo was saved.

Sir John Corrigan, an Irish baronet, 
after working in the C, P. R. yard, at 
Medicine Hat, until he was exhausted, 
died in St. Boniface hospital on October 
23rd.

The Coming Railway Ti< kkt. — A 
new kind of railway ticket is coming to 
the trout. It is best exp'ained by tak­
ing the Grand Trunk as an example. 
That road goes to work and it prints a 
book of tickets, containing 1000, or 500, 
or 100, or 50 tickets, 20 on a page, and 
each ticket good for one mile., These 
little tickets are smaller than postage 
stamps, 20 on a sheet and perforated. 
Xrou can buy two twenty or a thousand 
of them, pay for them at a fixed rate ; 
and 'the company oil iis part is bound 
to accept one of them for every mile you 
travel. You will not require to tell the 
ticket seller where you want to gu ; you 
will say give ine a hundred tickets, and 
get on board and give the conductor 
enough of ihe little squares to carry you 
to ^rour destination. There will bo 
then no such thing as lay over tickets, or 
trouble in getting tickets changed, or 
loss through tickets not used—these lit­
tle tickets will be as good as money and 
always current. The road on its part 
will be duly protected from scalpers and 
the like. The ne* system has received 
the endorsement cf the better class of 
passenger agents, <*r travellers, and has 
been adopted on several western roads 
slready.—-{Toronto XXYrld.

The trial of Greenwood and Harding, 
charged with the murder of XVm. Maher, 
of Detroit, in Sandwich on January 24th 
last, took place Friday afternoon at 
the Fall Assizes in Sandwich—Mr. Jus­
tice Patterson, of Toronto, presiding. 
Sol. 8, XVliite, of XVindsor, appeared for 
the prisoners ; Crown Attorney Lyster, 
of Sarnia, for the prosecution. Seven­
teen witnesses were examined, the testi­
mony being substantially that Maher 
was enticed across the river by the pris­
oners, under the pretext of meeting his 
son Tommy Maher, the safe-blower, who 
was reported to have escaped from Jack- 
son, where he is serving a fifteen years’ 
terra ; that after he went over he was 
drugged and robbed, and died from the 
effects of the drug. The arguments to 
the jury commenced at 7 p.m. At eight 
o’clock the jury retired, and after being 
out about twenty minutes announced 
that they had agreed on a verdict. They 
were brought into Court,and amid breath 
less silence, rendered a verdict of “Guil­
ty of murder,” with a recommendation 
to mercy. The finding of the jury caus­
ed the prisoners* faces to change colour, 
and they displayed great nervousness. 
They were taken back to goal to await 
their sentence. Their action showed

Plainly that the verdict was unexpected.
he first trial resulted in a disagreement 

of the jury, who stood eleven to one in 
favour of conviction for murder.
