DIVERTING A STREAM.

Cardston, Alta., Nov. T7.— The latest
excitement in these parts is in regard
to the United States Government pro-
jects immediately to the south. The
St. Mary's River Iirrigation gcheme,
whereby the waters of the St. Mary’s
river will be dammed back to tre
great lakes at the base of the Rockies
and then conducted southeast ' to
water a part of Montana, is definitely
taking shape. The enginesrs are coa-
stantly in Cardston and ‘a great deal
of material and mrachinery has besn
unloaded here, for the road is better
and easier than the Great Northern
raliway furtke: co_th. It 13 esti-
mated that the dam, which will be
three-juarters of a mile long and fifty
feet wide at the base will take {hree
or perhaps four years to bulld. The
contracts for the ditching have been
let ,and for some distance, when leav-
ing “the lake, the water will be con-
ducted through solid cement and con-
crete wall. This project will employ
700 to 800 men for some years, and a
great deal of materlal will be shipped
in and consumed. Farmers in the
neighborhood are looking forward to
a brick trade in produce and already
a large Oquantity of cats aad much
groceries have gone that way.

Jn another way the farmsrs and
townfolk = will  -be benefited in this
southwestern corner, of Canada’s new-
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est province, for a first class road will
be built, upon which the material and
machinery will be hauled, and when it
is congidered that the steam ghovel
welighs 65 tons .it may be certain that
any bridges put in will carry weight.
This '‘wagon road will run south from |
Cardston for some distance .and then |
swing south west to the new town of |
Babb, Montana; which is locatel at
the east end of St. Mary’s lake. Trac-
tion engines with trains of cars are
here now in readiness for hauling
freight.
