Premier Sifton placed before the
Legislative Assembly at its sitting
yesterday afternoon the ' detafls of
the Governments’ railway pelicy re-
ferred to in general terms in the
speech from the throne. The an-
nouncement of  the particulers of
the plans prepared for the develop-
ment of the portions of the prov-
ince hitherto unserved by railways
was made by the premier in the
course of a powerful address on the
speech from the throne and in reply
to E. Mitchener, the opposition
leader, who concluded a speech of
an hour’s duration by moving-an
amendment censuring the ‘Govern-
ment for not giving the house fuller
informeation regarding the railway
policy.

The pren{ler's announcement of
sweeping plans for railwzy exten-
sion in both the mnorthern and
southern portions of the province
completely. took the wind oung of the
sails of the oppesition leader’s ora-
torical arraignment’ of the chief
executive for sphynx-lke silence in

The leader of the oppesition had
stated that in British Columbia the
raflways gave half their townsites to
the Government in consideration of
Y guarintees’ and Cother favors.

T'he ' facts were that the government

of British Columbia owned all the
townsites and gave half to the rail-
ways. The British Columbia govern-
ment in addition gave the same guar-
antees or bigger guarantees than any
other province in the Dominion of
Canada. It would be just as well for
the leader of the opposition to say
the government in greater detail than
was common. It was a fact that rail-
roads , were going $o0 be built but it
would hardly do to keep the Lieuten-
ant-Governor waiting day after day
while full details of just where they
were .going to bg run were given out

The leader of the opposition should
have left to one of ‘his supporters,
ecriticism of the government’'spolicy in
this regard for before he, the premier,
that in tHe other provinces, whatever
they did under Conservative Govern-
ments was right and in provinces un-
der a Liberal goernment whatever
was done was wrong.

Natural Resources Question,

The leuder of the opposition - had
seemed worried in regard to the pol-
icy of the Government respecting na-
tural resources, saying that the pre-
mier should endeavor to justify his
change of policy. The preémier chal-
lenged the honorable leader: of the
opposition or any leader of his party
to say that he had ever written or
spoken anything in effect .other than
that the western - provinces should
own their natural resources. He had
never changed his policy nor did he
intend to do so. The Conservative
government under Sir John A. Mac-
donald had adopted the policy of set-
tling: Manitoba on a different basis
from the other provinces of the Do-
minion. This policy, -uniortunately
had been followed by the Liberal gov-
‘ernment under Sir  Wilfrid Laurier,
but there was no reason for saying
that the Liberals of this province had
changed their sminds in regard to it
if' they ‘took the bhest they could get at
that time. Their policy now was that
every natural resource- that is possible
should -be got to puild up Alberta.
The premier was glad to hear that
the leader of the government at t-
tawa was of the same opinion, as ex-
pressed in reply to a letter addressed
him. On this subject it was the duty
of every member of tihe lezislature to
stand together .to ursze on the govern-
ment a quick settlement.

The leader of the opposition had
taken a stranse position on the .debt
of the province. He ‘would' haye
money securcd without borrowing, If
the leader of the cpposition had some
Tieaven born idea of how  Alberta
could get money. wilhout borrowing
it, he certainly should be made prem-
fer and kept in thaf position as‘long
as he was able to do this.

Sifton Railway Policy.

Dealing with the allway -policy
Premier Sifton said:

He says that he is
the only man that has ever been in
faver of northern develepment, -but
I think I see @ few others around me
who for some Vvears back have advo-
cated the development of the north
country, and they advocated the de-
velopment of the south ccantry, be-
causge that has been one of the prinei-

ples of the Liberal party that it is naqt
sectional in its ideas, that it. believes
in building railways in al directions
in the Province of Alberta. And, Mr.
speaxer, this Government is not going
to be any differert in that respect,
and if the hon. gentléman will listen

ideas 0f where railways will be built
in the immediate future and wheére this
Legislature should arrange at the pre-
sent session for the building of these
railways. As he is specially interested
in the north country, I will start there
and. gradually ge round with him to
constituency of Red Deer before I am
through, ;

The third railway
that I will ask this Legislature at this
present session to make provision for
is the railway frem Athabasca Land-
ing to the neighborhood of Fort Mec-
Murray, with a branch to Lac La
Biche in case the hon. gentleman has
some friends in that neighborhood.
The fourth railway 1 would ask this
Legislature to make arrangements for
is a railway from Edmonton round
the north shore of the Saskatchewan
river to the éastern boundary of the
Province in the neighberhood of Cold
L.ake. The next railway I will ask
this Legislature to make provision for
—and I hcpe the hon. gentleman will
credit me at least for asking enough—
will be a railway from the town or
station of Bruderheim-—a portion of
this has already been'arranged for—
from Bruderhcim on the . Canadian
Northern to a point-between ranges 5
and 6 running tc-the southern boun-
dary of the Province through every’
constituency from the Sagkatchewan
river to the boundary as nearly as en-
gineering difficulties will allow, along
the Yine betwaen ranges 5 ad 6. The
next rallway I would ask the Legisla-
ture to deal with is a continuation
practically of that Peace River line,
a continuation cf the line ‘that is al-
ready arranged for between Strath-

ern boundary of the Province of Al-
berta for the purpose of meeting a
railway that is coming up from the
city ¢f Regina and'running from the
city ‘of ‘Winnipeg ,so that this same

Other Short Extensions,

These are the railways, broadly
speaking. There are some details in
regard to the smaller matters and
possibly short extensions which possi-
bly be brought to the attention of the
legislature if they are of an imnpertant
nature, but largely, rcughly speaking,
this is my idea of what it is necessary
should be done in the interests of the
province of Alberta, and it is not
necessary as the hon. gentleman would
infer, that all these railways should
be ! built next summer. It is not ne-
ceSsary and it is not in the interests
of the country. I know a goad deal

_of ‘building railways in this country.
Some difficultics have been placed in
their way by other railway corpera-
tions and others have been put in their
way by the well-meaning. action cf
towns near which they were supposed
toirun, . Applications have been /de-
ferred month after month ‘and .even
for a year because certain towns
wanted—naturally wanted—the “rail-
ways to come there, and the location
of ‘these railways has been deferred
month after month until the = shert
season went by.
Cause of Delays.

Delays have occurred not-because
the railway companies did not want
to build, but because the towns would
in some instances prefer they were
not built at all than built in g place
that didn’t serve the particular inter-
ests cof their town. It is natural that
every -town ‘and every village and
every city in the prcvince of Alberta
has jts own special pride in its loca-
tion and I am glad to see they dre
willing:and anxious to work for.their
SN ¢ embers-of- this Legislatice
must‘take a broader view, when they
come here.in the interests of the prov-
ince they must take a brecader
view and they must see that
the railways built on the
credit’. of the ‘province are Built
in ‘places where they will accommo-
date mcit settlers for the purpose of
moving the crops in this countty, and
that they will not be built for the pur-
pose of raising the price of town lots;
that they will not be built to give ad-
vantage to one city or one town over
the next city or the next town, but
that they will be built as far &s possi-
ble from the present railways first,
and as time goes on they will be built
into new territory, so that we may
hope before we are through ‘with this
policy to have a complete and satis-
factory system. It is a poliéy of op- !
timism, but I am prepared to take
the responsibility here tcday that it
is the best policy for the provinge of
Alberta. Still I realize that it i§ not
a policy that will appeal to everybody, '
It is not a policy that will appeal to
people who ‘are frightened at the ex-
enditure of money, it is nat a policy
which will appeal to people who are
anxious for the fast development of
the country, it is not a pblicy that
will appeal te financial men every-
where; but it' is a policy which if
carried out and a fair amount cof
money is borrowed each year for the
purpose of doing this, I think, Mr.
Speakeér, it is a policy that is in the
interests of the whole ecountry.

True and Only Policy,

I think that is the true and- only
policy far any party to adopt and I
for one am prepared to stand ér fall
by the feeling of the members Of this
legislature, by the feeling of the peo-
ple of the province of Alberta in. this
respect. That, Mr. Speaker, is the
policy of this Government in detall
in regard to these impcrtant matters,
and I hope after the expression of
opinion given by the leader of the
opposition in this matter—I hope he
will see his way clear to make the
other six righteous men fall into line,
and say that now the Government has

CHINA DRIFTS INTO
POLITICAIL CHAOS

Aim of Revolutionists Worthy = but
Lack Cohesjion—Dr, Sun Yat Sen the
Last  Hope of the Movement.

Shanghai, China, Dec. 5—Each day
brings keener apprehension that China
{s drifting into political chaos, Al-
though the fundamental aims of the
present revolutionary movements are
worthy they are brought to naught by
Jack of cohesion, lack of funds and
lack cf a real leader,' The situation
inspires most pessimistic forebodings
from impartial observers.

Revolutionary juntas’ here are now
marking time, awaiting the arrival of
Dr. Sun Yat Sen, who is expected at
any moment. It is hopéd that he may
prove to be the leader whom everyone
is seeking. . If he can line up the vari-
cus revolutionary chiefs and unify the

movement a solution of China’s trou-

| ble may be hoped for. The task in a
| gificult one, however, . There ars .
| sensions everywhere among the rebels,
especially at the Wu Shang and Nan
King headquarters. The fall of Han
Yang last week proves to have been
due entirely to wholesale desertions
of the rebel troops enrolled in' Hunag
province. -Some say the soldiers were
bought by Yuan Shi Kai, but most
persons attribute desertions to the old
time jealousy between the pecple of
Hunan and Hu Pel. Deféctions would
probably have beeén prevented had a
strong leader been in command of the
situation.

BUILD FLEET OF AIRSHIPS

Germans To Have Fleet To Carry
Explosives' and Men.

London, Dec. 5—A despatech from
Berlin to the Londcm Standapd says
that the German war office is consid-
ering plans for the building of a fieet
of huge airships capable of carrying
large quantities of explogives and
| big crews of fighting men. The airships
