No, the “ Adullamites ” 
are scarcely of this contemptible class, 
and the Advertiser and his shallow- 
pated friends sadly underrated the 
sincerity and patriotism of those who 
were never for a moment untrue to 
honest Liberal principles, or could 
basely desert them at the whim and 
caprice of designing politicians, who 
were terribly nonplussed when they 
refused to become their tools, and aid 
their nefarious designs.

The utter weakness of this Tory 
clique, their now no longer concealed 
plots, their subsequent actions and 
professions, the unfairness and un­
manliness of their conduct, have be­
come thoroughly repugnant to all good 
men whether Reformers or Conserva 
fives.
