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Resignation of the Ontario Gov-
ernment.

Immediately after Lieut. - Governor
Howland’s return from New Brunswick,
Mr. Blake waited upou Lim and tendered
his own resignation and that of Mr. Mac-
kenzie, Provincial Treasurer. His Excel-
lency pted these r and
asked Mr. Blake's counsel astothe course
he should take. Mr. Blake consulted
his colleagues, and conveyed to His Ex-
cellency the recommendation of the Ca-
binet that the Hon. Oliver Mowat should
be sent for. Mr. Mowat has resigned his
office of Vice-Chancellor, and accepted
the task.

The other members of the Administra-
tion have placed their offices at the dis-
posal of the new Premier, and he is now
engagel in the reconstruction of the Ca-
binet.—Globe.

The New Premier.

The intimation made in another
place that the Hon. Oliver Mowat
has been sent for by Governor How.-
land, on the recommendation of the
Hon. Ed. Blake, the retiring Prenuer,
to become the head of a new Liberal
Administration, will be received by
Reformers throughout the Province
with unmingled satisfaction.. Pre-
vious to his elevation to the Bench
Mr. Mowat occupied a prominent po.
sition as a politician in the old United
Canada Legislature, where his con.
duct was marked by much practical
sagacity in the course .of Legislation,
and an efficient and prudent dis-
charge of his deparmental duties as
a Cabinet Minister; and, when eleva-
ted to a judicial position on the Chan-
cery Bench,he was so,amidst universal
respect, and an almost equally univer.
sal acknowledgment of his admirdble
aptitude and qualifications for the of-
fice, on which he has largely contri-
buted to shed additional lustre, and
lend an enhanced weight to the emi-
nent worth and justice of the decisions
of the particular Court with which he
has been connected during the past
seven years.

The maturer judgment and more
ripened experience acquired since
his elevation to the Bench, together
with his high personal character, and
consistent record as a poltician,
unitedly point to Mr. Mowat as a
worthy successor to the very distin-
guished statesman who préccded him
in the office of Premier, and we feel
fully persuaded that Reformers will
rally with enthusiasm to tLe hearty
support of the New Government un-
der s leadership, and that the coun-
try generally may readily anticipate,
the mitiation and maintenance of a
policy that will faithfully realize the
wishes and desires of the great mass,
not only of Reformers, but of the
pedple of the Province generally.

Mr. Mowat is now busy with the re-
construction of his Cabinet—Messrs.
Crooks, Scott, McKellar and Gow
having all p]aced their offices
at the new Premier’s disposal—and
we shall probably learn in a day or
so what is the personnel of the New
Reform Ontario Government.

Mr. Mowat will, of course, require

* to seek the luﬂmges of some consti-
tuency, and in this respect,” doubt-
less, there will be little difficulty in
