National Secretary Tells of 
Work in Ontario and 

British Columbia *
Some of the work .the Y.W.C.A. la 

doing In connection with national 
service was told the local board yes­
terday afternoon by Miss Lane, Na­
tional City secretary, who Is in «the 
city on a brief visit to the local 
Y.WjCLA. In Ontario and British Co­
lumbia alike, the fruit growers have 
"been aided. In the former province 
the association co-operated with the 
government employment agencies and 
400 girls were thus employed -to aid 
in the work. To accommodate these 
employes the Y.W.C.A. opened up 12 
hostels at various pointe and extend­
ed' the usual privilégié» to the work* 
ere. Something similar was done 
among the women munition workers 
in eastern centers.

In Bnitiwh Columbia the YJWJCJL 
at Victoria, undertook the employ­
ment work and1 over 600 girls were 
employed and distributed to the fruit 
growers throughout the province.

An emigration office has been open­
ed in Quebec and will foe gotten into 
running order before tihe tide of em­
igration, which de expected after the 
war sets in. The Y.'WjCuA. Is plan­
ning emigration work along broader 
lines In .this regard, wbidh will then 
be put into operation.

Economy Must Be Aim of 
Everyone in Dominion If 

War Is to Be Won

Economy should be the nation’s watch­
word now If never before, for It is the 
word which means the winning of the 
war, according to Mr. R. B. Bennett, M.P. 
Mr. Bennett gave a very interesting ad­
dress to the St. Mark’s guild of South 
Calgary yesterday, in which he im­
pressed on his audience the necessity of 
Individual effort and tr.e, employment of 
economy in every expenditure of resources. 
People were weary of high-sounding 
words and phrases and were perhaps in­
clined to 'be hypercritical and a bit cen­
sorious, said Mr. Bennett, but the women, 
he was certain, were not weary of well-, 
doing. The war must be brought to the 
best conclusion ,and he thought the 
women as much as anyone realized this, 
and while things -had to be done which 
were unpleasant or contrary to the wish 
of the indftidu&l, the nation was 
forced in the face or the extremities sur­
rounding it to go carefully and cautiously 
and to those whom fell the duty of creat­
ing an atmospnere and forming public 
opinion which each and all would carry 
his or her duty out to the welfare of 
the nation.

In this regard the question of economy 
came up as relating particularly to the 
sphere of the audience. The spending of 
the greater portion of the money in the 
country was in the hands of the women. 
Every dollar saved and kept in the coun­
try went towards the winning of the war. 
Men and women should see that every 
dollar spent for luxuries which were im­
ported from every other country meant so 
much less for the great cause at home. 
The British government was having a 
task difficult enough to finance its own 
problems without aiding Canada, a nation 
wealthy enough to conduct sucessfully its 
own affairs. <'Instead of buying motor 
care and paying money for gasoline im­
ported from the United States we should 
be patriotic enough to do our journeying 
on the street railway and help to keep- up 
the public utilities at home,” said the- 
speaker, who went on to point out that 
unless people paler their taxée instead of 
buying luxuries the city would go into 
bankruptcy. The buying of war bonds 
was something to be advocated to every 
person who had a dollar which could be 
saved from the attractions of the day.

Stinginess Not Crime
"We may be called mean and stingy 

when we stint ourselves on clothes and 
other luxuries, for all things above and 
over the necessities of life are luxuries, 
but we must not mind being called mean 
or stingy whn we know that our actions^ 
are going to better conditions and help 
the successful termination of_the war.” 
The tales of money-acquiring and profit­
making which went the rounds about 
many big corporations should not be be­
lieved in their entirety, was another point 
discussed. Mr. Bennett said -he had seen 
the books of different concerns, one case 
in point was of a milling company, and 
he found the profits here after much 
necessary expenditure on operating of 15 
cents per barrel. Even on the total out­
put of the mill the government took its 
share. As for the remainder, against jt 
might be credited the large contributions 
of individual shareholders to the various 
national calls for financial help. He had 
found that out of every $100 of profits 
$70 went towards winning the war and 
$30 to the shareholders.

Asked has opinion on conscription of 
wealth, Mr. Bennett replied again that he 
believed many statements of the wealth 
of corporations were not to be accepted 
wholly. He named the C.P.R. company 
as one often criticized and pointed out the 
majority of shareholders in this company 
belong to Great Britain, the United States 
and Germany. To the latter no dividends 
had been paid since the outbreak of the 
war, while to the British and Americans 
Canadian ideas might he had as to their 
methods of spending their money. Much 
of the profits made by corporations had 
gone to the government and been utilized 
In paying for munitions, etc., for the 
country. As for the accumulated savings 
of others, Mr. Bennett did not think the 
stage had been reached yet where those 
could -be touched. The soldiers’ wives and 
families and the returning soldiers must 
be cared*. for and cared for generously, 
but must also no governed by circum­
stances. There was a limit to every na­
tion's abilities, but the nation had the 
right to say through its representatives 
whether separation allowances, pay, etc.,5 
should be increased and by how much.

War-time Elections Act
Tlie War-time Elections act was also 

brought up for discussion by a lady pres­
ent, who asked if the speaker considered 
the discrimination shown in that act 
equable and fair. The W^ur-ttmes Election 
act, a war measure only, was presented 
In the midst of the great war, and, like 
all other franchise acts, a dividing line 
had to be drawn somewhere. Mr. Ben­
nett quoted from Sir Thomas Moore, Car­
lyle and others, that a universal franchise 
given in the British Empire at any time 
would have hindered rather than aided 
the progress of civilization. There could 
scarcely be a, franchise act which would 
not work hardship somewhere. Such ex­
tensions had. to be made on some arbitrary 
basis and one difficulty confronting uni­
versal franchise would be the enfranchise­
ment of alien women; women/ British- 
born, married to enemy aliens, etc., whose 
naturalization thus nothing short of a 
statute at Westminster could change. 
Even with the taking of a vote of soldiers 
in France the opinion of only a limited 
number of men—some authorities said 41* 
per cent only—could be gained, owing to 
conditions on the front. From their 500,- 
000 relatives, the government considered, 
could best be obtained their desire in the 
management of the country’s affairs. No 
one could or would deprecate for a mo­
ment the magnificent work the women 
had done during the war, and while the 
right per se would be admitted, he left 
it to the general sense of the women to 
realize the complicated circumstances 
which would arise from the extension of 
such a privilege at this time. The prin­
ciple had been laid down and he had sup­
ported the methods chosen by the gov­
ernment to allow Its working out.

The meeting was a well-attended one 
and the president of the guild, Mrs. W. J. 
Gale, was In the chair. Following tfce 
address tea was served by Mrs. Angear 
and Mrs. Max Bishop and numbers given 
by a vocal quartette, Mrs. Aidey, Mrs. 
Miller, Miss Garthwaite and Miss Austin.

A public reception in honor of M'es 
Loeavitch, the Serbian visitor in the 
city, will be held from 3:8K) to 6:80 
tomorrow afternoon at the Y.WXLA-, 
under the auspices of the chapters o-f 
the Daughters of the Empire in the 
city.
