LORD ROBERTS' REPORT.

London, Sept. 9, — The following 1is
the complete dispatch from Lord Rob-
jerts to the war oflice, dated Belfast,

“General Paget reports that in an
engagement near Warm Baths he had
one Kkilled, nine wounded, and two
taken prisoners, including Surgeon
{ ¥'oy, who was captured while attend-
ing a wounded man. The enemy di-
rected his fire chiefly against a kopje,
which was ably defended by two
mountain guns, wunder command of
Capt. Llewellyn, of the British South
African police and a company of the
Munster Fuslliers. The enemy lost
i five killed, including the fieild cornet
commanding. Paget collected and
sent to Preworia between 4,000 and 5,000
head of cattle.

“General Ian Hamiiton got through
to Dalstroom yesterday, having en-
countered slight opposition.

“"T'wo strong columns, one under

A post held by 125 men of the Cana-
dian Mounted Rifles, guarding the
railway between Pan and Wondersfon-
tein, was attacked at daylight this
morning by a body of the enemy, uu-
der Commeandant Treekhart, with two
guns and one pom-pom.

“Col. Mahon, who was marching
within a few miles of the place at the
time, proceeded to the assistanoce of
the little garrison, but they had beat-
en off the enemy before Mahon and
his troops arrived. It was a very
creditable performance. Major Saun-
ders, who commanded, and Lieut.
Moddle were both slightly wounded.
Two privates were wounded and six
are missing. The wounded are D.
Johnston, of the 2nd Canadian Mount-
ed Infantry; missing, Sergts. Hague
and McCullock, and Ptes. Shaig, Glen-
dening, Shaw and Dabonk, all of the
Canadian Mounted Infantry.

“The party of the enemy which fail-
ed in the attempt to take Winburg
hurried towards Ladybrand, which was
being 'held by one company of the
Worcester Regiment, and two small
troops of the Imperial Yeomanry. The
Boers surrounded the position in
which the 4roops were entrenched,
and called upon cur men to surrender.
On the summons being refused their
guns opened fire and commenced a
heavy bombardment. On the news
reaching me I telegraphed the officer
commanding on no account to sur-
render, as Gen. Kelly-Kenny had in-
formed me that, hearing the Boers
were making for Ladybrand, he had
arranged to send a small column by
Lieut. - Col. White to the garrison’s
assistance. At the same time I order-
ed Sir Archibald Hunter to send Bruce
Hamilton’s brigade by rail from Win-
burg and Kroonstad to Bloemfontein
to be ready to assist White’s small
force, if required. The enemy, foiled
in their object, fired 320 rounds into
our position, which occupied a front
of about half a mile, and kept up a
heavy rifle fire at the same time.

“I was informed yesterday by the
resident commissioner of Basutoland
that a small Unien Jack was still fly-
ing over the entrenchments, and this
afternoon I received the joyful news
that the garrison had been relieved by
White, cur casualties being only five
wounded.”

and sent on to Barberton, they were
nowhere to found.

ENEMY DEMORALIZED.

London, Sept. 9—The occupation of

Lydenburg by Buller’'s army, with the
scattering of Botha’'s forces east and
north, as reported in the dispatch from
Lord Roberts, implies the loss of the
most important strategic positions
held by the Boers since the evacuation
of Fretoria. The Boer forces are still
in the field, but they have left several
guns behind them, and can no longer
be said to have a center of regular
defensive warfare. The only remain-
ing objective point in Lord Roberts’
campaign is Koomatispoort, which can
be occupied after the rallway line has
been cleared eastward from Watervaal
and Machadodorp. Otherwise little re-
mains to be done, except the gradual
suppression of the raids conducted by
small bands of Boer guerillas and the
capture of the leaders.

Kruger, Steyn and Reitz are reported
to be on the railway line east of Nel-
spruit, with a train which can run
into Portuguese teritory in the course
of four or five hours. There is a Boer
camp at Barberton, but there are few
guns there. The entire Boer force in
the Eastern Transvaal probably does
not exceed 5,000, and it cannot be
readily concentrated. Veterans are at
a loss to understand how the Boer
campaign can be prolonged beyond the
end of this month, unless some unex-
pected reverse to British arms occurs
near Pretorla or Johanneshurg,

FALL BUSINESS

Toronto, Sept. 8.—Bradstreet’'s trade
review: Business has been fair at Mon-
treal this week. Fall trade is ghowing
more activity. Some fallures, with
liabilities rather larger than lately ex-
perienced, will doubtless tend to make
traders observe caution, but there has
not been much speculative buying this
season, and the prospects for fall trade
all secem to have warranted such pre-
parations for it as have been made by
country trades,

The large number of visitors in the
Toronto market this week continued to
stimulate trade. The house sales have
been large, buyers from the country
having placed many sorting orders for
the fail.

Unfavorable weather lately at Win-
nipeg has tended to check the develop-
ment of fall trade. Farming opera-
tions have been interfered with. Feel-
ing in wheat firm. ‘There is a fair
jobbing trade being done. The labor
situation has been improved by the
settlement of the railway men’s strike.
The outlook for trade is fair.

A fair amount of fall busginess is still
being done at Hamilton. Large quan-
tities of goods are being distributed by
the wholesale firms. Travelers are still
sending in good orders. Prices firm.
Conditions of business in the city are
satisfactory, and the prospects for
trade are bright.

The wet weather in British Colum-
bia has retarded harvest operations,
and the yield of some grains will in
consequence, it is feared, be reduced.
The results of the salmon pagk on the
Fraser River have been very disap-
pointing. The jobbing trade is fair.

At London trade is improving some-
what with the increasing deliveries of
grain in the country markets. There
is a good demand for fall and winter
goods, and quite a good jobbing trade
is being done. Prices are being well
naintained.
