Icing: 2 teaspoons cocoa, 1% cups 
icing sugar, 1-3 cup butter, 1 tea- 
spoon vanilla. Cream butter, 
add the rest and mix until the 
consistency to spread. Less but- 
ter may be used and a little milk.
