The Fenians.

CLevELAND, Sept. 10.—The .Herald
contains an account of the Fenian Cone
gress just closed. The building was
guarded by soldiers and the proceedings
were stormy throughout. Near the break-
ing up there was a row. The acting Sec
retary of War reports the whole force of
the Fenian Brigade at 9200 enlisied men,
10,000 rifles, 16,500 accoutrements, and
120,000 rouonds of ammunition.  In addis
tion there were 1000 rifles on the border
from St. Albans to Oswego in the hands
of private parties ; at Sackett’s Harbor,
2000 stand of arms; at Platt’s Point,
12,000 at Oswego, in all 20,000 rifles.
In addition the Stephens’ wing claimed
15,000 s.and of arms, 15,000 sabres and
a large lot of ammunition. A vessel at
New York; 10 batteries of field artillery;
3 for cavalry and 2 light batteries to go
with the cavalry to be organized.

The Stephens and Roberts’ wings are
formally joined under the name of the
Irish Republic. Roberts is elscted Presie
dent. He declined unless the Congress
would raisé half a million of dollars for
his use.
