It will be seen from a perusal of 
the judgment that the judge relies wholly 
upon thp title conveyed by Russia to the 
United States, holding that the right of 
exclusive dominion over the Behring’s 
Sea thus passed and that Great Britain is 
estopped from disputing the exercise of 
that right by the United States, by 
reason of her acquiescence in Rus­
sia’s claim to it The soundness 
of Judge Dawson’s interpretation of 
international law is open to question, but 
it is sufficient for the present to point out 
that this whole argument is based upon an 
assumption which he altogether fails to 
justify. He assumes the validity of Rus­
sia’s claim to exclusive jurisdiction over 
the Behring’s Sea by right of discovery, 
and seeks to fortify himself by authorities 
which are no more applicable to the case 
than they would be to a claim by Spain of 
dominion over the western part of the At­
lantic Ocean by reason of its discovery by 
Christopher Golumbus. He totally 
ignores Mr. Drake’s argument that the 
Behring’s Sea is an open sea and a high­
way to the Arctic Ocean. His quotation 
from Chancellor Kent as to the extent of 
a sovereign’s dominion is sufficiently an­
swered by the fact that the United States 
recognizes the limit of one sea league as 
the extent of its jurisdiction in waters 
which are not so land-locked as to be 
unquestionably within that jurisdiction. 
He ignores the fact that the Behring s Sea 
Is not hand-locked by the lands of the 
United States, and that the three-mile 
rule must therefore apply to it. He 
fails altogether to meet the argument 
that the United States is claim­
ing more than Russia ever pos­
sessed. Moreover, in dealing with tlte 
treaty between Great Britain and Russia, 
he virtually affirms thé truth of the con­
tention, most strenuously denied by Mr. 
Delaney on behalf of the United States, 
that the terms “Great Ocean,” “FWfic 
Ocean,” and “South Sea” include the 
Beltring’s Sea. It was argued by Mr. 
Delaney that the latter was'not so includ­
ed in the words of the treaty, and that 
Russia’s dominion over it was, therefore; 
conceded. Judge Dawson, on the other 
hand, deals with the treaty as if it did 
refer to the Behring’s Sea, and seeks to 
arrive at Mr. Delaney’s conclusion by ap- 
applying the doctrine of estoppel. It is 
quite clear, however, that the treaty was 
simply an arrangement made between thé 
two powers for the purpose'of avoiding a 
conflict of their fishing interests, and that 
it cannot be interpreted as an acquies-

PHRASES MISAPPLIED.

Gen. Francis A. Walker, in the Nov­
ember Scribner, objects to making class 
distinctions among the Américan people 
by designating certain members of socie­
ty as “belonging to the working classes,” 
and adds that it has been suggested to 
him that correction of speech in this re­
gard would nearly, if not quite, remove 
all labor troubles and restore industrial 
peace. Upon this the Philadelphia Led­
ger sensibly remarks that while it may be 
strongly doubted whether the elimination 
of a mere phrase would have any such im­
portant result, it cannot be questioned 
that the term “working people” should be 
general, and not specific, in its application 
to citizens. The Oregonian, in speaking 
of the matter, makes the following per­
tinent observations: “Our people are, in 
fact, with but rare exceptions, working 
people, or with still rarer exceptions, or 
none at all, the descendants of working 
people. In all professions and callings 
we all work for our livings', and though 
fortunes are inherited among us, none of 
them can be traced back to the - gifts of 
kings or kingdoms; they can be retraced 
only to some shrewd ancestor with thrift 
and industry. They represent no royal 
favor, as so many do abroad, but rather 
the results of the labors of working men. 
Gen. Walker is quite right in supposing 
that the phrase “working people,” which 
has grown so common in its exclusive ap­
plication to one sort of workers, is not 
only invidious to them, but unjust to 
other classes of men au4 women who 
work with equal diligence. The sugges­
tion of thé Yankee poet to the effect that 

Your family thread you’d best not as­
cend, lest you find it waxed at the farther 
end’—is excellent, and should be without 
offense to all Americans who are familiar 
with the world they live in, and especially 
with the histories of those about them 
who, because of their industry, entér- 
prise, thrift and probity, are really 
the props and pillars not only of 
society, ' but of the state.” The 
“workingman” is not necessarily 
the one whose occupation compels man ual 
labor; in the United States and Canada 
we are all workingmen, the one who labors 
with his brain as much as the one who 
works in the forge or in the carpenter’s 
shop. The term is, however, frequently 
misapplied by would-be politicians who 
mask under the guise of “horny handed 
sons of toil.” They are usually the ones 
who do the least hard work.
