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RELIGION 1A THE SCHOOLS.

Now is the *silly season” fairly upon us,
A bevy of theories, that in the busier
months of the year lay dormant, struggles
for place, sud, hsoged or hangless, dances
ite dauoe, sings its song, or grosns its growl
to admiring groups in conventions, congres-
sional sessions, association meetings, 1t
may be well; well that each has its say,
and what. of good be in it secured for the
public 'weal,

The school question, like Aaron’s rod,
swallows all other guestions, Rat Portage
igsurrection and what-not, We have yet
10 learn whether any interest is so vital to
Ontario as the upbringing, the education of
her ‘boys and girls, the men and women of
the.time to come; snd are entertained,if not
enlightened, by the many specifics pro-
pounded for their right governance. We
admit that our school administration is not
satisfactory; that the curriculum is not
what it should be. But is it not better
to-day . than at any past time!
We agree with the tories, we agree
even with the intelligent among the grits,
that Crooks must go; but need we, there-
fore, abandon to an irresponsible msnage-
ment the best interests of the population?
Seareely: yet to say no Crooks brings one
but a smail way toward solution of the
gchool problem, What then? Quot Lomines,
tot sententine—every school teacher his own
panacea, -

Certain of our protestant clergy will have
religion taught in the public schools; very
gsod; religion is the highest interest of
man, They tell us, also, how just are the
privileges now accorded to catholics, how
religiously catholics manage their separate
schools, how ‘‘offensively” to protestants;
and seek like privileges. The catholics are
well situated to experiment on religious
education: their teachers are either elergy-
men professed or under the thumb of the
clergy. No ﬁpu] ““agnostic” root is permit-
ted among the'qx. Further, separate schools
have been in full blast for many years—long
enough to tep the system well,
What is the result? Has clerical culture
produced such results in the boys
and girls of the separate schools that protes-
tants should desire it for the public schools?
Are they more intellectual, orderly, re-
ligious, better trained to perform the moral
and business duties of active life than pub-
lic school pupils? In any respect are they
superior? 1f gentlemea who advocate re-
suming the old clothes of sectarian teach-
ing could answer these questions in the
allirmative, they would stand in a much
better position than they do to-day, The
fact, we have reason to believe, is other-
wise, What say catholic parents? Do
they not prefer the teaching of the public
gchools to the fancy education which their
clerics give, and take advantage of thg
public schools when they may? In the
city of Toronto do riot many catholics ‘“‘sun
with the hare acd Bunt with the bound ;”
pay taxes to the separate school fund to
keep in with the clergy, and eend their
children to the public institutions to be
educated ? Steps are now being taken by the
public school board—we do not say rightly
taken— to exclude from the public the
c¢hildren of those who support the separate
That fact and the necessity for it
speak volumes against what is called *‘re-
ligious education.” Those who have ex-
perienced it, wish their children to escape it.

The cry of religious education affocts the
press, and our morning contemporaries
have recently developed much warmth on
religious questions, The one, indeed, mocks
the ‘‘religion” of the other: why not?
Two thousand years ago 'twas noted how an
Taruspes: jeers wheu he meets an haruspex,
But the advocacy remains and is voiced in
the teachers’ convention, That very res.
pectable body is impressed with the abso-

schools,
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late necossity, and has resolved in favor of
thie tewchers of the province taking on
‘hemsclven ** the systematic moral training
of their pupils on the basis of the christian
religion as set forth n the bible,”” Brave
words these: but what does the convention
mean ! Is it that every oublic school
teacher shall read a chapter or two daily,
without note or comment, for the edifica-
tion of his pupils? If that be ali the de-
mand, it is innocent, indeed; but why
abuse Janguage by calling it *‘ systematic
moral training on the basis of the christian
religion,” as set forth anywhere? The
c'ergy kuow better the meaning of words,
aud we thirk will sgree with us that the
resolution means more, much more, and
that that more is the so-callea ‘‘ religiouns
education,” found so defective in the sepa-
rate schools or some modification of it.

The question is not whether a religions
education should be given to children—ail
are agreed that it should—but whether it
should be given in the publi: school rather
than in the church, the Suday school and
the family; whether it shall bz given by
persons properly qualified, or by every Tom,
Dick avd Hary that happens to hold a
teacher’s certificate ? Presume that they are
qualified, have toachers mot enoigh to do
slready without addiog to the curriculum ?
Would it not be better, instead of increas-
ing, tolessen the number of subjects taught
both in high and public schools? Oar best
educationalists think it would be better
for all concerned, teachers, children and
parents, Tbe public of Toronto are begin-
ning to think so, Suppose our teachers had
time, opportunity and qualification for the
religious training of the Ontario youtb,
why shonld they do the work ? Are the
clergy incapable of performiig the daty
they were ordained to? Have they abdi.
cated in favor of the school teachers? Or are
they so engrossed with Jews, Turke, Hin-
doos, South Sea and other niggers that
they have no time to waste on this section
of the vineyard? If so, the remedy is
beyond the bounds of the convention,

But as the resolation is sdopted it wounld
be important to know what religion our
teachers are.of, and how they are going to
teach it, We shall suppose the new reli-
gion to be pure, ** Pure religion and unde-
filed before God and the Father is”—what ?
Etbics? Something of the kind will, no
doubt, step into the mew nand-book, the
course of *lessons,” Yet our anthor, who
probably knew as well as any at the con-
vention what he spoke of, says not a word
of ethics ; nicomachean or evolutionary, in-
{nitional or hedonistic, The omission is
grevious to start with, Bhall we under-
stand that the apostle left his definition to
be supplemented by tbe committee ? But
“ure religion and uodeflled” is what ?
The church and the syllabus ? The decrees
of Trent and the legends of the saints ?
Articles nine and thirty, the confession of
Westminster, of Augsburg ? The Athana.
sian creed or the catgchism *‘ for the weaker
understanding ?” All these, we are told,
are ‘‘on the basis of the christian
religion as set forth in the bible,"
and all our protestant sects are on the same
basis, Which *“scheme” will the pedagogue
ming adopt in ite ‘system? If auy, it had
as well razs a hornets nest, If, a¢ it is
most likely, it is dissatistied with every
#scheme” extant and will forru a new one,
we shall await the latest birth of time
with pleasure, May be the convention will
not bind itself to sny scheme, but allow the
utmost liberty to the teacher, Then shall
every man make his own exegesis, and
chaos will come back again, What then
shall be done? We refer the curious to
the last verse of the first chapter of the
epistle general of 8%, James,

To the teacher as to every other man the
aphorism of the medipval monks applies
laborare est orare, laboring is praying. It
is not by genuﬂexions, nor church observ-
ances, nor schemes of theology—all very
good in their way —nor by stoical dilutions
nicknamed ‘‘christian morals,” that school
children any more than others. are made
moral or religious, The best moral training
in the school as in the counting-house, for
the child as for the grown man, is work,
honest work,

A SOURCZ OF WEALTH.

In 1875 the cattle trade of Canada might
have been put in a nut.shell. The three or
four pioneers engaged in the development of
good blood in our live stock were almost
laughed at. It was one of the good quali-
tiesof the late George Brown that he was
one of those who lahored and spent his
money to improve the live stock of our far-
mers. And if he and a few others devoted
their energies to improving the breeds, the
pioneer of the trade was certainly Mr, G.
F, Frankland, Since these gentlemen be-
gan their work a differentidea has begun to
prevail, and our farmers have come to the
conclusion that if they are to profit from
their live stock tHey must breed only th:
best. Mr, Frankland left Canada with the
first venture in the trade, and he gave
freely to the public and to other dealersall
that he learned of the business, From the
day of his first venture there has been a great
advance, ana instead of 250 cattle and 400
sheep in 1875, the year 1883 will show an
export close on to eighty thousand head of
cattle and two hundred thousand sheep.
What does this mean to the dominion at
large?

If 1t be unlawful to combive for purposes
inimical to the public welfare, is it not time
that it was made yolawfyl for capitalists to
combine te prevent the natural competition
of trade within s community, by which the
consumer has a choice of markets ?

To combine to raise the price of the ne-
cessaries of life, beyond a legitimate profis
to the seller,is an old iviquity—and worthy
the attention of religious teachers, secing
it is denounced in the scriptures :
“He that withholdeth ‘corn from the poor
the people shall curse him.” Here 15 8
text—substitutiog coal for corn—for Dr,
Wild, and if the doctor would take a Sun-
day evening to dilate on the history of co:l
and show ils cost of production at the
mine, then addiog freighs to Toronto and
duty and a fair profit for invested capital,
make a calculation of what price the poor
of Toronto should be charged for their
coal, he may be the means of doing more
good, in showing up the financial Judaism
of monopolits, than in proving that Jere-
miah visited Ireland.
