Archibishop Tache’s Views,

A reporter of the Winnipeg Sun recently
interviewed Archbishop Tache. His grace
said : “If the rebellion is corifined to the

halfbreeds it will not amount to anything
at all; I féel sure they would not attack
any one, as'they play the role of the defen-
tive, but if attacked I would not account
for what they would do. I know they
would pot run,”

In answer to a question as to the effect
of the Indian rising, he said : *‘If the
Indians rise the whole aspec: is changed.
There will be no end of trouble, 1t will be
perfectly ho‘rfﬂe, but I keep hoping they
will notrise. Ewould advisethe government
to at oace send.a drong force of troops, and
deal withthem bynohalf measures. Indians
are by nature cowards, and have as much
delight in scalping @ woman or child as
they do in scalping a man, but if you can
overawe them they are soon rendered sub-
missive, WhenJ say deal with them by
no half measures, I do mnot. mean to
slanghter them by the thousdand, but if
they continue to act in the manner they
appear to be doing, it may be necessary to
make an example and deal a heavy blaw
at them. The government must by its
action command the respect of the redskins,
If the Igovernment force is sufficiently
strong, I do not think very great d:fficulty
would be experienced in Suppressing the
rebeilion. Iam surprised at the rising of
the Indiane, because even in their wildest
moments they were always friendly to the
whites, Ever since I came to the country
I have never known these Indians to be
other than friendly to our missionaries, to
the Hudeon bay officials, and indeed to
any whites, Our people always travelled
with the ‘utmost security over the terri
tories,”

““Would it not have paid the government
to have appeased the halfbreed 7

“Certainly it would, and that is what I
have always contended, The halfbreed
was the link whick bound the In.
dians to the white people, and the
moment that is broken the bond is
severed, and there is no knowing to what
dis ance the Indians may go, as they feel
th:ir moral responsibility to behave pro-
perly in a manner dissipate’. Under-
atanding this point so thorough'y was why
I always remonstrated with the govern
ment, and urged them whatever they did
to trv and satisfy the haifbreede.”

*“What is your opinian of Riel now ?"

“Well, I am deéply sorry for him I
think he may be misguided. He usually
counselled constitutional measures, You
know there is no harm in agitating fér one’s
rights, or even perhaps inciting one’s own
prople to stand upy for hose rights, but if
Ri-l has really incited the Indians to rebel
and rfse, he has incurred a grave responsi-
bility the magnitude of which he can
vever baaware, I could not excuse him
for that act.”

Eng,"jiHe was
assigned to room No, 187, very close to a
parlor where a piano was kept. Mr. Preller
had with him seven piecesof trim looking
baggage, and carried eve? indication of
being a commercial man. The hotel people
had everyreasonto believe thathe was such,
bat could not exactly make out what line
he was in, He never showed his samples
in the house, and conducted himself in the
quietest manner possible,  Three of his
trunks were sent up to his room, while the
remaining four pieces were left in the hall.
On the day of Mr, Preller’s arrival’at the
Rossin the grand lodge of the United
Order of Workmen opened a convention at
the same hotel.

During the afterncon J. A. Fraser, jr.,

the King stréeet photographer, went
to - the  hotel for - the purpose
of taking a group pictare of the

grand lodge. He was told that it
would be a couple of hours before the body
wonuld be ready to undergo the operation,
and Mr. Fraser was requested to w?'g(
Mr, Fraser has an ear, he affirms, for
classical music, and while lounging in the
corridor of the hotel a sweet strain of piano
music was being emitted from the parlor.
Eatering the room a gentleman snch as iz
deecribed in the above was seated gt the
piano, He was gently fingering
the instrument, playing some of
Gounod’s most difficult pieces. Mr,
Fraser approached the  stranger
and a most agreeable conversation fol-
lowed. The talk opened and .was con-
tinued on music. The stranger never
seemed to tire of the theme, and all the
while kept at play.

Then he agked Mr, Fraser if he were ac-
quainted in Toronto, and being assured in
the affirmative, propounded many gques-
tions about the societies, leading men,
wealth, eto., of the city, which were all
duly answered. He seemed to take the
keenest interest in these matters, but s'ill
confinued to sandwich matters musical in
the conversation. The dark haired
stranger volunteered the information that
he was not a commercial man, as his luggage
would indicate, but would not not givea y
positive information as to his calling, He
said he was awaiting a cablegram from
England, which would shape his course.
He might have to proceed to British
Columbia or San Francisco, or possibly
Australia, 1t all depended on the orderg
he wou'd receive, Mtll;e Frager was lnﬂted
into room - 185 by the- stranger. req
good sized trunks were Jocated agaiiist the
walls,, One of these he opened, and it
disclosed whole stocks of music, some new
and fresh, some yellow and sear' and
pasted together on the back. Everything
that the great classical musicians had ever
written seemed to be there. Being very
highly impressed with his new acquaint-
ance, Mr. Fraser invited him to the house
Jof a friend on the following day. The
gentleman said he would gladly accept the
invitation, but poseibly he might have 1o
vo away. On Feb, 15 he hurriedly left the
R ssin, but it is not known whether he
went to Buffalo or out on the Mid-
land, as be had spoken to Harry' Nolan;
the chief clerk, about both destinations.
He returned on the 16th and left for good
on the 18th, About six months ago he
stayed three or four days at the Rosein,
and on that occasion also he was supposed
to be a commercial man,

A World reporter yesterday made a
diligent search among business firms, but
no one seemed to have ever met Mr, Prel-
ler. During bie stay at the Rossin a young
man with a very effeminate appearance was
seen to enter Preller’s apartments on more
occasions than one. A gentleman stopping
at the house was sure that the caller was a
woman masquerading in male attire, He
seemed to ‘‘shadow” Mr, Preller con-
tinually, but did not register at the hotel.
He disappeared: froms the oity sbout the
same time that Preller did. During his
visits to the Rossin he wore' a long grey
overcoat, which was not buttoned, a shiny
silk hat, and the outline of his form was
decidedly feminine. On ome occasion he
was heard to denounce the so-called Irish
agitators.

From what The World reporter gath-
ered here and there, there is every reason
to bel -ve that Prcller was a detective in
the employ of the British goverument;
that the so-called “Dr. Maxwell” was
made a confident, whether on good faith or
otherwise, and that he followed Preller
through the country until he thought he
had learned enough, and then made away
with him in the manner described in the
St. Louis despatch, That Preller was not
a commercial man, and that he was on the
hunt for dynamiters, is quite ap-
parent . from the fact that mnone
of the various business houses in the
city bad ever seen him and from the va-
riety of questions that he asked Mr. Fraser,
No one but the feninine looking gentle-
man was ever seen to visit him at his hotel,
His supposed sample trunks were never
sent to the sample-room on either of his
visits, and he was never seen to comsort
with business men.

In appearance Mr. Preller looked some-
what similar to E. A, McDonald the acter.
He wore a coal-black mustache, snd his
heavy, clean-shaven beard on the other
parts of his face showed through

the skin in a  blue-black color.
He must have shaved twice a' day

police then resorted to the free use of their
revolvers and bayonets, It was band-to-
hand fighting of the most desperate sort,
the poﬁoe standiog back to back and re-
ceiving and inflicting terrible injuries.

At midnight the streets were practically
in possession of the mob, The policemen
who remained unisjured could not attempt
to do more than maintain defemsive po-
sitions.
