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IF THE GOVERNMENT INTERFERES
IN MATABELELAND,

BMr, Parnell’s Superstitions—The Fabian
Society’s Influence in Political Life—
Gladstone's Troubles Over the Intend-
ed Hanging Up of Home Rule—Parish
Councils jBill Will Pass,

NEw YORg, Nov. 4.—The Tribune's special
cable says :

Loxpox, Nov. 4.—There seems very little
likelihood of what may be ocalled the mili-

tary aspectof the Matabele question. ' Last
week's fighting was a brilliant success for
Mr. Rhodes’ company, and though Loben-
gula retains two-thirds of his army intaet,
with-another ally approaching to help him
in the shape of the rainy season, all
indications this morning point to,the defeat
of the Matabele power. Moreover, thismorn-
ing’s news leads to the belief that the sur-
rounding tribes who have old scores to rub
off with Lobengula will cut off all ‘retreat
across thie Zambesi. The Barotz are closing
the north bank of .that stream for nearly 3
degrees of longitude. Hence, unless military
evénts take a sudden change, there is an
early likelihood of Lobengula's capture or
submission,
What to Do With Matabeleland,

A more difficult issue than conquest is now
coming into prominence. Having, to all ap-
pearances, conquered Matabeleland, the
great question that now concerns the Gov-
ernment is what to do with it. The faddist
Radicals, 1éd by Mr. Labouchere, ignore all
the benefit that may arise to humanity
through stopping Lobengula’s savage meth-
ods of warfare and refinements of cryelty.
They see in recent incidents an opportunity
of crushing the aspirations of a powerful and
wealthy company managed by leadin,
Tories, whose action, say shey, is stimulate
by objects of plunder. Acgording
to- their view, the company de-
sires to annex Matabeleland  for
the sake of its rich gold flelds and agrieul-
tural uplands. The Radicals, therefore, are
seeking to induce the Government to thwart
the company’s intentions, and either take
over Matabeleland into its: own hands as a
Crown colony or to restore Lobengula as a
British vassal under Imperial control. The
opinions of Radicals are very much divided,
for though they ‘all agree ia de-
riding the idea that the company shall
ha a determining . voice in  the
tuthre settlement they greatly différ as to
what that settlement shall be, The Daily
The Chronicle, The Manchester
Guardian and The Westminster Gazette,
each inspired by its own coterie of Radieal
politicians, darken counsel by their diver-

ent recommendations. Mr. Rhodes’
riends, on the other hand, insist that he
shall be allowed to »*reap the
reward of his own exertions, The
company’s forces were am active factor
in the last war and the claims of the com-
s:ny for the week’s victories, and at the

pe as well as in lion’s share of spoils, are
widely recognized.

Cape Colony May Secede,

In fact, the Cape Government, of which
Mr. Rhodes is Prime Minister, ias formaliy
warned the Home authorities to limit their
interfarence and public opinion through-
out Bouth Afrioa, still smarting
under the disaster of ,Majuba Hill,
is exceedingly hostile to anything
which threaftens to curb colonial aspiratiouns.
In truth, it is not -too much to say that if
the Imperial Government allowed itself to
be influenced by such demands as suggested
by Mr. Labouchere, large and powerful sec-
tions of the residents of South Africa, pro-
bably including the Cape -Government,
would avail themselves of this incident to
bring about s:cession.

Mr, Gladstone will have no easy task to
satisfy South Africa on the one hand and
Radical faddist friends on the other, The
bulk of KEunglish opinion, and certainly the
opinion of religious bodies, who are largely
influenced by missionary reports of Matabels
horrors, will support the Cabinet in gener-
ously treating Mr. Rhodes and his com-
papy. -’

Parliamentarians io Ill-Humor.

The re-assembling of Parliament for the
auntumn session showed very little disposi-
tion on the part of the members for serious
work. Both sides regret the necessity of
devoting seven more weeks of parliamentary
business, and everybody seems in ill-humor
at the prospects of humdrum legislation
which lie before them.

Next, Mr. Redmond will takeg measures to
learn, if he can, what the Goyernment in-
tend to do with evicted tenants, and upon
their answer will depend the amount of sup-
port to be given to Mr, Gladstone by the
Parnellites. Efforts will also be made to
discover, if possible, what Mr. Gladstone in-
tends to do with the Home Kule bill. Any
intention to hang up the subject next ses-
sion, as indicated by Mr. Asquith, will lead
to graver results than the secession of Mr/
Redmond and Lis party, of nine supporters.

Influence of the Fabian Soclety,
On the gther band, English Radicals are

* demanding more loudly than ever that the

leading points of the Newoastle program be
no longer delayed. The Fabian society is
not & body of much importance,
but owing to the control which some
of its members possess over certain news-
papers and magazines, and to theyundoubted
cleverness of one or two of its Writers that
body is not without influence. In The Fort-
nightly Review *‘they have raided their heel
against their friends,” the Government. Their
indictment is couched in a wealth of adjec-
tives, which show the warmth of their con-
viction,and their chief grievance is that min-
isters are wasting their efforts to satisfy the
Irish., The English wage-workers, say the
Fabians, do not care a dump either way
about Irish Home Rule.
The Fortnightly Manifesto.

“The Fortnightly” manifesto seeks to
show that the solidarity of the Government
is a hollow sham, maxde up of factions who
have no sympathy with each other. The
Fabians declare that a general election at
the present time would undoubtedly return
a Unionist majority to power. They did
their best to put this Government in office
o the Newcastle program, and in
hope that Mr. Gladstove's Ministry would
accomplish great social reforms. In this
they bave been disappointed. They do mnot
propose to join she Conservative party, al-
though their manifesto admits that a large
measure of social reform was adopted by the
last Tory Government. These gentlemen
prefer to retire into their- own camp. The
Fabian society does not count for much in
serious politics, but this manifesto is a signi-
ficant straw to indicate the way the wind is
blowing.

Parish Councils Bill Will Pass,

We have no official information of any
further Government business during the
autumn session than the Parish Councils and

control of their schools and charities out of
