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AGAIN THE SUNDAY QUESTION

It is said The World is harping too
much on the Sunday car question.
No doubt we are running the hobby
too much to please a certain portion
of the public, but we take it that
this question is the most important
one now before the people of Toronto.
Llke the water supply problem, it per-
tains to the public health, and in this
respect the institution of a Sunday
street car service is as important to
the residents of Toronto as the. building
of a tunnel to ensure a supply of pure
water. The cars on Sunday will give
the people a better supply of pure aix,
the new tunnei will afford them purer
water. One is as important as the
other. In addition to this, however,
the Sunday car question involves an
other issue, viz., that of the liberty of
the individual. When our Puritanical
bugaboo is finally swept away the re-
strictionists. will perhaps realize the
fact that bigotry and._ intolerance
mean stagnation and retrogression. A
victory in favor of Sunday cars means
a victory for Liberty and Intelligence.
Such a victory means progress, both
material and jntellectual. The cars
will not have been running six months
on Sundays before the whole city will
exclaim: “What fools 'we have been,
to be sure !” The World does not,there-
fore, think that it is giving too much
attention to this important matter. If
we pursued the subject in the same way
as The Globe does that of free trade,
very justly might an objection be rais-
ed. Almost every day our contempo-
rary has a column or two full of argu-
ments why the country should adopt
a free trade policy, and it has kept
it up for fifteen'years and more. Sev-
eral lives of considerable promise have
been sacrificed to this hobby, and the
-young men Wwho carry on the argu-
ment to-day stand a fair chance of
becoming mentally incapacitated
through paresis or monomania. And
even if The Globe should convart Can-
ada to free trade, would its victory
mean as much for the people of Tqrpn-
‘o as would the victory of p 1
freedom and the defeat of bigotgy ?
We think not. We will, therefore de-
vote a little space to considering the
case of Robert Watt, the farmer who
was recently arrested for working on
Sunday. We do this at Mr. Watt’'s re-
quest.

“Mr. Watt, as will be seen from his
Jetter in another column,belongs to the
rdligious sect known as theSeventh-day
Adventists. The people of this denomi-
nation believe in keeping hely the sev-
enth day of the week, as directed in
the Fourth Commandment, instead of
the first day, or Sunday, which they
claim is not recognized in any part of
the Old or New Testaments as a reli-
gious or holy day.

The Jews form another denomina-
tion that recognizes Saturday as the
Sabbath of the Old Testament.

The majority of Christians make
Sunday the holy day, or day ‘of wor-
ship, although it is generally admitted
that there is no Biblical sanction for
making the first day of the week a
sacred day.

Then,again,there are a large number
of people who do not look upon any
day as being sacred or holy.

The whole question as to the sacred
day is a most perplexing one. It is de-
cidedly muddled. It seems impossible
for one to get on any 'sure and stable
foundation. The most serious aspect
of it is that Christians are so much
at variance among themselves. There
is not only a difference of opinion as
to the day that should be esteemed
holy, but there is equally wide dif-
ference of opinion as to what consti-
tutes the proper observance of the day.
Between the Roman Catholic, whose
special observance of the day is limit-
ed to the hour or two he worships in
the church, and the old-time Presby-
terian, who would not like to be heard
whistling at any time during _the 24
sacred. how's of Smnday, there is in-
deed a wide variation.

[ If there were no civil law to inter-
fere and make a distinction of days,
Mr. Watt would have nothiing to com-
plain of. He and his brethren could
then worship on the day they piefér-
red and work any or every day tiey
please. :But whether men are inclined
to worship on a sacred day or not.
the law steps in and forbids them from
working on one day in the week. This
is a good law, and it is a law that is
almost universally respected in Cun-
ada. As a large majority of Christians
regard Sunday as the Sabbath, it 1s’
fitting that the Government should
have decided on that day as th2 day
of cessation from work, the day of 1est.
It would not be right to make Sajur-
day the legal rest day, because the
balance of public convenience 1s ¢p-
posed to that day. Nor would it be
practicable to have a sliding rest day
[ in virtue of which each individual
{ could select the day he worsh'ns as
| his rest day. The result of such a law
Z would be that the business of the
{ world would go on for seven days a
week, and few men would be sccure
' in their right to one day’s rest in the
seven. The civil law is therefore right
| in selecting Sunday as the day of rest,
i and, with a few exceptions, in making
it apply to all alike.
As far as Mr. Watt personally is con- i
cerned, we do not see that he has much |
| to complain of. He is a farmer, and
“ as such he is privileged by law to car-
ry on his work every day in the week,
| including Sunday. But he is, no doubt,
| solicitous about other members of his

! denomination who are not farmers,and

{ who therefore are not specially privi-
| teged. If Mr. Watt lived in Toronto
his complaint would be more serious.
He would then be forced to remain
idie two days a week, one to satisfy
his conseience, the other in compliance
with the law. This is the case with the
Jews, who have only five business days
in th ek. . These people are, no
doubt, itled to Some consideration,
but we cannot jeopatrdize a most
wholesome law by permittin® the Jews
and Second Adventists to keep their
stores open and do business on Sul-,
day.

L But what we can do, and what we
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THE TO RO' ” o. is to eumte every religious

| feature from the civil law respecting

‘the Lord’s Day, or, as it should be
called, the Day of Rest. It is just

‘neither to the Seventh Day Adventists

nor to the Jews, nor to those who are
called agnostics, nor to many Christ-
fan people, that they should be made
to conform to certain religious enact-
ments imposed upon them by an in-
tolerant majority. This majority has
an advantage over the rest of the com-
munity in that the Christian Sabbath
has been selected by the law as the
civil Day of Rest. This majority has
perfect freedom to use the Day of Rest
for the purposes of its worship, includ-
ing freedom to engage ministers, to
use vehicles, to employ coachmen,sing-
_ers, organists and caretakers. They
have all the freedom they desire. Why
then should they demand more and
foxce their religious views upon the
rest of the community, and thereby
curtail their freedom?

They vote against the use of the cars
on Sunday because they think it is a
violation of religion. The civil law is
thus made the medium of enforcing re-
ligious observances ; for no one will
pretend to say that if the religious idea
were eliminated from the Lord's Day
Act the street cars would still be tied
up. As few people as possible should
be fotced to work on the Day of Rest,
but among those whose services must
be demanded, if the people are to se-
cure the rest and recreation that are
8o necessary after the labors of the
week, are the street railway employes.
This, for the present, is the solution
of the Sunday question in Canada.
Eliminate the religious idea aftogether
from the Lord’s Day Act, as the Bap-
tists propose, and make it purely and
simply a day of rest and recreation,
and permit only such work to be done
as Is necessary to secure this end.
While such a reform will not remove
the serious disability which the Jews
and Seventh Day Adventists have to
put up with, yet it will ameliorate
their condition, and it certainly will
be an immense boon to a large section
of the community. :

The Woodstock Sentinel Review treats
its readers to a long tirade against the
superannuation system, and emphasizes it
by a list of ex-officials, accompanied by
o statement of the amdunt they paid in
contrast with the amount each has
taken out. This is a dishonest attempt
to misjead the Oxford farmer, who does
not know that, whereas every-civil ser-
vant is docked every month 80 much
for the guperannuation fund; not one in
ten ever lived to get any money back.

What, in fact,
is to be done with old men who reach
genile inefficiency, or break down phy-
sically or mentally, except superannuate
them? What political capital is there
to be made of men in the geventh decade
of life being placed ou the shelf; and
Bumsdn nature revolts against -casting
them off pennijvss when it would be hard
to trace a single cent drawn by one of
them ‘to. the pocket of any taxpayer in
the land. :

Between New York and Buffalo, 440
miles, there are 22 trains per day each
way. The northbound Empire State Ex-
press, which is one of them, rums the
entire distance at 50 8-4 miles per
bour, including stoppages, or 52 1-2 miles
per hour excluding them. Our West Coast
Scoteh Express achieves respectively only
47 and B1 miles per hour between Edin-
burgh and London, which is” just 400
miles. The New York Central is also
the only reailway which has four tracks
over the whole of its main line, an ar-
rangement which enables the goods and
passenger traific to be Lkept entirely
separate.’—Buffalo Enquirer. ed
