Among ' those sent was Samuel- Allcorn, a sweet singer
in Isrnel, with 2 ﬁne, melodious voice ; young, of excellent
talents, deep picty, a prepossessing u ppearance, and withdl,
profoundly skilled ‘both in ‘instrumental and vocal music. He
took pussage'in the packet that suiled from Liverpool to Dublin,
pot in the great cabin, but in a humbler part of the ship. The
cabin was filled with the gentry and nohifity of the highest rank.

'With his right hand he then
drew hissword, and threatened excision to the ruffian, nnless he

When
he entered the cabin the herald of the tompany announced to
him the reason why they had sent for him, and employed lan-
guage something like the following : ¢“Sir, we learned that you
nre aMeihodist preacher. We have been informed that the Me-
thodists are great smtrers, and this report was confirmed by all
that henrd them, - But we desire to heir for ourselves. And it
is onr respectful request o you that you would gratify us so. far
as to sing for usjust as the Methodisls sing.”” To this the pious
and polite Allcorn immediately responled, that he .would' sing
for them precisely as the Methodists sing. Then with his well
tuned and sweet voice hesang one of (e best songs of Zion,
-whether ¢ Wrestling Jacob,’” or ** Noroom for mirth and tri-
fling here,’* or the 'song that ends, * Tam, and look upon me
lLord,nnd break this heart of stone,’’ weare not now prepared
‘to sny, asthe twenty-fonr years now mst, tinging our head with
grey, nave dimmed u few of the incidents of the narrative ; but
the loading facts a1e indented in our mind, and will be while
memory lasts. Allcorn, however, sang, and the Holy Spirit
helped him to sing. The spirit was in the song, and followed
- the words to the hearts of the charmed, and the already con-
vinced audience. The preacher saw and fell thut God wasg in
" the singing, and before he had half finished his delightful per-
'-;-‘formnnco, ‘he suw the victory was won, and he calculated in his
find thnt the door was open and the path pluin to proceed he
rel‘oro ventured to enter and. occupy tho feld. '

: 'When ho lmd ﬁmshed his hymn all stood - nmnzed dehvhted
yet thunderstruck. He then' proposed s’ follows g Gemlemen
and lndles, I have now sung for you just as’ the Methodxsts are

" ‘ncenmstomed to sing ; and as you have been so kind as to listen
-atteutively, with your leave I will pray as the Methodists pray,

" for they always, when they can, join singing with prayer.”” To

this all assonted without hesitancy, and the preacher sent up his
‘petitions to Heaven most devoutly in behall of his audience.

When he had done praying, he nextproposed that with their
consent he would preach for them as the Methodists preach. To
this they also readily assented. Our preacher improved the ep-
portunity, preached to them the gospel, sangagain, and prayed,
and concluded his religious exercises in duo form. At the exrnest
solicitutions of the whole company, he continued the exercises
of singing, prayer and preaching, during the voyage at such
intervals as could he spared from meals and a little sleep. The
result was that deep aundserious impressions were made on he
minds of all present, the conscquences of which can be lknown
only in the duy of judgment. It was with great regret the dis-
tinguished passengers parted with their sweet singer when the
Jacket arrived at Dublia.

But our preacher, like Philip, who after the baptism of the
‘ennuch wus caught away to Azotus, proceeded on his errand as
Heaven gave him direction. Lle hastened to the market places,
and prenched Christ, and repentance, and reinission, and holiness,
and a present, full, and free snlvation to Protestant and Catholic.
Ho would first, standing on a block-stone, chair, or other cle-
vation, s&ng, and by this means a grealerowd would immediate-
ly ussemble. le would then shut his eyes and pray, regardless
‘of the unseemly missiles which some of thebaser sort would throw
at him. “Then he would preach, and those whom the preaching
dil net interest enough 1o stay, would be indaced to remain in
orderto hear the last hymn. Thus Io proceeded, sometimes
mobbod, butmostly protected by the royal n}tillcry, who vo-
luntarily defended him and his associates in their ministrations.

Shortly.after he had landed, he commenced his religions exer-
cises in the market-place ina certain town, the precise one whare,
memory refuses totell.  The young, d.nshmnr Mathew  Stuart,
of the royal artillery, ‘just enlisted, lately lrom college, where he
“~<hnd gradaated was then quartered in town. Ile heard one market
-day sweet singing, such as he never had Feard, at some distance.
Attraoted by its meledy, Yie pressed thrangh the thick crowds, the
voice conducting him as by a thread throughthe labyrinths formed
by stalls and venables. \Vhen he cameacear to the performer, the
movel sight struck him forcibly. It was Allcom, singing his intro-
ductory hymn.  The crowds were colliceling ; the friendly dra-~

immediately desisted, which he did without delay, The preacher
paused vnly to say, ‘*Young man, put thy sword into its sheath—
our weapons are not carnal, but mighty.”’ - The sword was put
in its place. The young soldier was thoroughly convinced of sin ;
within a short time he experienced the power of religion, and im-
mediately commenced preaching Christ. After a few weeks he
obtuined a furlong, went on Enniskillen circuit, in military attire,
horse and all ; within & few mouths he obtained a dismission from
the army, and gave himself up entirely to the minister’s. work.
For upwards of - forty yeurs he kept the itinerant field, and died
at last in peace, with the harness' on, being the instrument vf sal-
vation to many thousands of sinners. Allcorn continued his
course, and employed his fine powers in singing, praying and
preaching for the conversioa of souls.
